naturalist and -histoxian of former
days, has left on record that he
visited the churchyard of Fort-
1, “in Perthshire, Scotland,
where he found a Yew measuring
56 feet in diameter, though time
had wasted it to a hollow shell,
with only a few leaves. at one
point. Sir James Hooker, in_rec-
ent’ years, says he has seen ‘Yews
of 27 feet girth,
Yews were abundant in the Brit-
ish Isles and in Gaul, according
to Julius Caesar, and this is cor-
roborated by the numerous trunks
embedded in the peat-bogs of
Ireland. It seems to have been re-
garded as a sacred tree, perhaps
an emblem of immortality, owing
to its long life, and the durable
character of its wood. Almost al-
ways, nowadays, one only finds
the Yew growing in old church-
yards and the argument has aris-
en, was the Yew planted there be-
cause of its own sanctity, or was
the church built near the sacred
tree? In the case of Fountain's
Abbey, Yorkshire, built in 1132,
the trees were there first, since
the mouks and workmen slept In
the shelter of the Yews while the
buildings took shape. Some years
ago I visited the Abbey, now in
ruins, and inspected the old trees
which were still standing but much
decayed. Their noble owner had
done all he could to prolong their
lives. Their hollows had been fil-
led with cement, forked props sup-
ported their decrepit branches, and
wire cables or guys prevented oth-
ers from falling.
Whatever they may have been
in Caesar's time, Yews are scarce
in England now. By a law of
Edward IV (1468) every English-
man was to provide himself with
a bow, of his own height, of
“Yew, wych-hazel, ash or aw-
burne”, the last-named being now
known as laburnum. The Yew with
its compact, hard, and elastic
wood, stands at the head of the
list and -the supply naturally be-
came exhausted first. Then a law
was passed that every shipman
