NEW GLASGOW, N.S., April 6
— (C P) — Across wind-swept
Merigomish Harbor from Big Is-
land to Merigomish, 15 miles
northwest of here, dragging op-
erations continued tonight for
the bodies of three children and
the 20-year-old brother of one
of them believed drowned in a
Good Friday sailing tragedy.

In a small dory with a plece of
burlap for a sx‘aﬁ Elizabeth Mac-
Gregor, 14, Robert Walsh, 13,
and seven-year-old Harold Davis
put out onto the choppy harbor
Priday about noon from their
home on Big Island. When 20-
year-old  Stewart MacGregor
saw them in difficulties he went
to their aid in another dory. The
two boats were found Friday af-
ternoon washed up on the west-
ern shore of the harbor,

Though there was no eye-wit-
ness to the drownings. R.CM.P.
pleced together. thieir meagre in-
formation of the tragedy from
the stranded boats and  foot-
prints in the sand near the Mac-
Gregor home. Elizabeth, home
from Westville, N.S, for an
Baster school holiday, and Stew-
art were the only children of Mr.
and Mrs, Malcolm MacGregor.
Harold Davis, a ward of the Pic-
tou . County Children's Ald Soc-
lety, made his home with the
MacGregors while Robert Walsh,
also a ward llved with Mr. and
Mrs. Joseph MacDonald, Big Is-
land neighbors of the MacGreg-
ors, .

TIENTSIN, China, April 8—(AP)
