EROUND HOG LIFE™

Fighting in Trenches Described
French Officer.

by

Pén pictures of life in the trenches
are given in extracts from two letters,
one from a lieutenant commanding an
infantry company in the North of
France, the other from a private serv-
ing in the East, and published in the
Figaro. The: first letter says:

“We have taken up our ground hog
life once more. It is not gay, but in
this work we suffer less losses than
when marching ahead, although we
are at the mercy of some chance can-
non shot. The other night something
like this happened: I was sleeping in
one trench when-a great picrite shell
fell about four yards from me, shat-
tering the trench and burying. both
me and several other men near by
under heaps of earth. We lay there
for a few moments, for other shells
were dropping. Each time that I heard
one whistling in the air I said to my-
self, ‘This is the end.’ Finally all emo-
tion wore off. We were covered with
earth and muck and half smothered
by the intolerable odor of the picrite
powder. .

“We lead the lives of savages here.
For twelve days I have not taken off
my, clothing nor been able to wash.
Each company is completely separat-
ed from the others, and it is impos-
sible for the officers to communicate
with each other. I only receive orders
after nightfall and before the dawn.
Despite ‘the fact that the battlefleld
is full of combatants, with the in-
ability to see and look around, comes
a ‘sensation of vacancy and isolation.
We are far from the hand to hand
fighting of other wars.

“I profit by the fall of night to in-
spect my sections of the first line and
to see what is going on. In the day-
time, it is extremely dangerous to
walk about, for the Germans hold
walls that have been pierced with
loopholes, through' which they watch
us and pick off all who show them-

But before wé went
half of my section, in which I was,
with another section, made a counter
attack, rushing up to a slight rise and
opening fire. Here we stayed until
the.enemy’s rifles and the spray of
his machine guns made the place uy-
tenable. We fell back, but our coun:
ter-attack had made the German:
wary, and they did not at once pursue.

“We had to fail back over & piain
which was swept by the big German
shells, the huge. projectiles which bury
themselves ten feet underground when
they fall, then explode, throwing huge
masses of earth into the air and tear-
ing out holes twenty-five feet in dia-
meter. We buried seven horses in
one of these holes,

“We passed through this fire with-
out much loss and arrived at the
woods, where we found the rest of
the battalion. As soop as we got
there we set to work entrenching
again. Each time a whistling was
heard up would go a cry, ““Here comes
another shell!” and we would throw
ourselves down flat, our knapsacks
over our heads. As soon as it passed,
back to work again until the next one,
We finished the day that way, then
stayed there all night and the follow-
ing day and night,”

HEAVY GOLD RECEIPTS
FROM THE UNITED STATES

LONDON, Dec. 23.—In his weekly
bullion letter Samuel Montagu of the
famous financial house gives figures
showing how sound is Briain's claim
as a credior nation. Up to the year
ended November 28 Great Britain had
received in London and Ottawa from
the United States about £26,000,000
sterling in gold coin, not reckoning
the amount of par gold transferred to
Ottawa subsequent to the commence-

ment of the war, “Great Britain has
reason to be thankful,” adds the let-
tter, “that in what is probably the

gravest crisis in her destiny her posi-
tion as a creditor nation has enabled
her to attract gold in even larger
‘quantities than is obligatory for the

purpose of sustaining her internation-
al credit.”’
