POISON SHELLS USED BY THE
GERMANS.

LONDON, Jan. 27.—Sir Willinm
Ramsay, noted' sclentist and frequent
contributor to the New York Ameri-
can, writes to the London Times:—

“1 enclose a translation of part of
an article which appears in the cur-
rent number of Comptes Rendus of
the French Academy of Science. It
is by M. Vietor Menri, a French
chemist of the hest reputation. M.
Jrbain, whom lié guotes, Is one of the
most distinguished and reliable scien-
tific men. M. lenrl's article says:

‘M. Urbain, who has had an op-
portunity of examining a number of
German shells which failed to explode
fnforms me that explosive shells of
77 calibre, and shrapnel shells con-
tain mostly a large quantity of violet,
brown powder, smelling strongly of
white phosphorus, - 97 per cent. of
whizh consists of various kinds of
phosphorus, the red variety predomi-
nating in the explosive shells.

““The phosphorus is contained in
a cylindrical box 1 inch by 2 inches.
In’ shrapnel the balls are contained
in a.cylindrical box 2 inches in dia-
meter, and the interstices between the
balls are filled with a violet hrown
powder containing 97 per cent of
phesphorus.

“‘The balls are roughened so as to
retain a certain quantity of the adher-
ing. phosphorus, consequently frag-
ments of the German shells and shrap:
nel carry into the: wotind more or less
phosphorus.
