The reason for this policy is probably a
staken notion that giving saleable articles to
the schools vili reduce the market of those who

mar tacture or sell such articles The truth is
schuols always need more than they can
afford to huy and that they will continue to
buy all that they can afford. It is to the in-
terest of business as well a. to the general in-
terest that the whools should be given as 1puch
of the war surplus as possible rather than that
it be sold to other users or to dealers with a
consequent reduction in the demand for new
equipment.

At presen: the War Assets Corporation per-
mits the schoucls to obtain ‘“on indefinite loan”
—in effect, gratis—only such materials and
equipment that its screeners have listed as non-
saleable or' scrap. Presumably educators are
expected to be grateful for these crumbs from
the master’s tuble. In fact they are indignant.
The work of the schools is-surely of sufficient
importance to deserve something more than a
hand-out of rejected junk.

100 New Canadian Products

Hundreds of articles never before made in
Canada are going to pour from the Dominion’s
war-expanded industry, the Reconstruction De-
partment predicts in its report by George Mec-
Ilraith, Parliamentary assistant to Reconstruc-
tion Minister Howe.

While the tone of the report is optimistic
there is recogmition of problems to be faced in
the reconstruction period, particularly in the re-
conversion of plant and equipment and in “a
substantial realignment of the labor force.”

Figures included in the 65-page survey show
a wartime cxpansion by Canadian Government
investment of $;706,000,000 in industrial plants
and investments by private industry of $500,-
000,000, It is roughly estimated that the post-
war value of this expansion will be in the
neighborhood of $383,000,000.

The report is largely of a factual nature,
consolidating inform¥ation on developlnent of
industry, employment trends and population
shifts; but from those figures certain clear-
cut conclusions emerge.

“Canadian manufacturing indusiries are
planning to expand and produce many new
lines, including at least 100 major products

never before manufactured in Canada,” the re-
port says.

“For example, products range from thter-
city buses, pretabricated houses, glass fabrics
and plastic preducts to a myriad of household
articles. The' development of the toy industry
in Canada gives promise of an end to reliance
om foreign countries,

“Primarv materials and components of
manufactured articles include ball and roMer
type bearings: rolymer flake, an important ma-
terial for ny:on fabrics; special type yarns; syn-
thetic resins; titanium dioxide for all types of
paint. The list of new products includes
medicines and chemicals as well as many types
of plant machiaery and equipment. never be-
fore produced in Canada.’

Queen’s Canadian Fund

The Queen’s Canadian Fund was formally
closed at the end of the year Since the spring of
1041, when it was organized, contributions have
been sent in from all parts of the Domirion,
the headquarters of the fund being in Mont-
real, with local collecting agencies established
in the various provinces. For the most part,
individual subscriptions have been small in
amount, but .ﬂlectively they have meant a
respectable zuginentation of the sum available
for relief purpuses. The money was forward-
ed ‘to the Lord Mayor’s Fund in London, a
small proportion going to :he Far East; but
most of it was set aside for the benefit of the
people of Britain, who suffered so cruelly as a!
result of Nazi bombing raids.

About $1,700,000 in all was collected in
Canada in supvort of the fund, mainly as a
result of newsnaper publicity. A special effort
was made to brighten the lives of young people
affected by the war; the “Children's Christ-
mas” may be n.entioned as a particularly pleas-
ing feature n this regard  Subscribers have
the satisfaction of knowing thar the money
donated has, in all circumstances been used to
the best advant:ge and helped to supply a most
urgent need.
