“lI am not going to register
all I know about it,” declared Migs
Pankhurst last night at a meeting
lollowed by a demonstration of East
London suffragettes.

“IFor my part I think it is merely
a ruse to get more power out of the
workers. I am not a man so they
can’t’ take me to war, but they  won't
send me to a munitions factory. They
know there will be trouble.

“They pay two shillings eight pence
(66 cents) a dozen for soldiers khaki
shirts and men must fight for better
conditions for women.”
