States Tariff Commission are now
in Western Canada to investigate
the cost of the production of beel
cattle. Without reflecting upon the
judgment or capacity of these Tariff
Commission representatives in any
way, it will be surprising if the tariff
on potatoes and beef cattle remains
very long after their report is re-
ceived at the present rate. This is
the way the United States Tariff
Commission works. It is only too
bad that Canada hasn't a body that
would do likewise.

“The U. S. Tariff Commission sud-
denly discovered, on pressure-of U.S.
interests, that Nova Scotia gypsym
is not raw but partly manufactured
since the pieces are broken for ease
in handling. Hence, it is subject to
a duty of $1.40 per ton. Upon pres-
sure of other interests, apparently
more powerful, the lmposlilbn of the
duty is deferred. The N, S. gypsum
trade is at the mercy of the tariff
policy of another country.”

This is not a political deliverance,
be it noted, but the considered views
of political economists with whom
politics play second place. What do
our ‘readers think about it—not po-
litically, but materially and econ-
omically?

BRIEF DIARY OF
EVENTS

In Prince Edward Island.
GLEANED FROM OUR HISTORY

Historicus.

One often hears the question ask-
ed by one friend of another, while
ccnversing in company, “Where was
the first meeting of our Legislature |
held?” and the question remained
unanswered on the occasion. We
have in view a remedy as shown
above. As far as our notes shall
carry us, we propose answering
when the leading events occurred.
We cannot say at present how far
we shall be able to perform this
self-imposed task, but will do the
best we can, viz:

“The first business of the Legis-
lature, when it met for the first
time in 1773 was as might be expect-
ed, a confirmation 6f the proceed-
ings of the Executive Council, ante-
cedent to calling a House together.
This was followed by an Act to
make valid in law process and pro-
ceedings as far back as the first of
May, 1769.”

The second session was held in
1785. The revenue that year amount-
ed to £161 25s. 11d. This year also
provided “well water” for Charlot-
tetown.

Mr. Roy
has been Canadian Commissioner
in Paris for the past eighteen-years.
No action to appoint a Canadian
Minister to Tokyo has yet been
taken, the Prime Minister stated.

It is expected that the forma)
commission for the appointed of Mr,
Roy will be issued by his Majesty in
time for the opening of the legation
in Parls during the first we2k
of October. Premier King will
officiate at the evening, and
the procedure for the issue
of a commission by His Maj-
esty to Mr., Roy as Canadian Min-
ister follows that adopted in the
appointment of Hon. Vincent Massey
as Canadian Minister at Wshington.

Mr Roy was born on December
13 1868, At St. Francois, Que, and
was called to the senate on March
8, 1906. He was appointed to Paris
on May 1, 1911 being one of the last
appointments made under the ad-
minstration of the late Sir Wilfrid
