“Foreign nations think we’ are
divided, and it is out duty to prove
to them that we are united,” he con-
tinued. “We canno: prove that we are
united if we are divided. There can
be no bluff about that.” . \
The  enterprise of the immediate
future was a great ‘‘get-together” en-
terprise, he said:

America is not interested in
seeing one nation or one group of na-
tion prevail against another. But
we are interested  in seeing justice
founded upon right established thro-
ughout the world. We are not: only
not afraid to fight but not disinclined
to fight when we can find something
as big as American ideals.

“We have fought ‘again: and again
for the rights of humanity. God for-
bid ‘that we should ‘ever fight for the
purpose of. aggrossion or self satis-
faction!

“It is a sort of heart problem af-
 ter all’ continued’ Mr. Wilson. “We
should be united in . order. that we
may lead our single, united force to
the maintenance of justice -through-
out the .world. No year ahead.of us
is going to he like any year behind
us. The war has changed the face of
affairs for us. It has drawn America
out, almost in spite of herself, into the
great current of international politics.
The word Americon mus{ mean one
single thing everywhere—justice en-
throned in all her benignant force.”
