SIXTY-NINTH SESSION
BAFTIST CONFERENCE,

The 69th session of the P. B. I.
Baptist Conference was held within
the Baptist Church at Murray River
on March 13th, 14th and 15th. The
fa’r weather, the completeness of pre-
peration and the presence of twenty-
five delezates contributed to the suc-
cess of the entire occasion. During all
thz sessions Rev. H. P. Calder, the
enterprising chairman, presided with
grace and discrimination. The good
people of Murray River, led by their
pastor, opened th:ir hearts, homes
and church to us, making us welcome
to one of the most sightly and de-
lightful rural districts in all P. E.
Island. As over half of the delegat s
were entertain:d at the Cook Hotel,
the intervening time between the s:s-
sioes was full of social hospitality
which was much ¢n'oyed. The Con-
ference, which a:stmbled at 7.50 in
the Baptist Church, was called to or-
der by the pastor of the church, who
extended a brief welcome.
