LONDON, Auwg. 5 — (CP) — An
R.A.F. commentator today des-
cribed the American raid on the
Rumanian oil installations = at
Ploestic as “one of the greatest air
achievements of the war.”

The commentator who repre-
sents the views of the air ministry,
declared the skill, courage and de-
termination shown by the crewmen
who flew their bombers on the 2 -
400-mile route for a low-level at-
tack on the installations last Sun-
day against the flercest kind of op-
position deserved rank with any
feat accomplished in the air.

He added that estimates of the
damage to the oll installations were
not yet available but preliminary
reports showed they had been
given a ‘“very hard knock” which
was bound to be reflected in some
degree on the German war effort.

LONDON, Aug. 5—(CP)—An R.
A.F. commentator hinted tonight
that Berlin is due for a heavy
aerial drubbing shortly, and it was
announced that speedy  British
Mosquito bombers were out over
the Ruhr and Rhineland last night,
without loss.

It was also announced that Brl-
