“We are told that the Italian
navy is coming to gain sea super-
fority in these waters....if that Is
seriously intended, I can only say
we shall be delighted to offer Mus-
solini free, safe-guarded passage
through the Straits of Gibraltar, in
order that he may play the part
he aspires to do. ...

“There is a general curiosity In
the British fleet to find out wheth-
er the Italians are up to the level
they were in the last war = or
whether they have fallen off.

He gave no hintof the future of
the French fleet, but in the House
of Lords, Viscount Caldecote, dom-
irions secretary, said he was confi-
dent the French would seek to
