APPOINTMENT OF
RAILWAY BOARD

Will be Held in Abeyance Until the
Return of Premier Borden
from England

OTTAWA, June 8—It has been
practically decided by the Cabinet
Ministers who are in the city not to
reorganize the C. N. R. hoard until
Sir Robert Borden returns to Canada,
or at least until 3ome word is receiv-
ed as to the progress of negotiations
for the purchase of the Grand Trunk
and Grand Trunk Pacific.

The general feeling of the Cabinet
is that one board or commission
should be appointed to operate all the
Government roads, if these two lines
are acquired. This would include the
Intercolonial, Prince Edward Island
Railwaly, National 'Transcontinental,
Canadian Northern, Grand Trunk Pa-
cific and Grand Trunk. This would
form, perhaps the longest railway sys-
tem in the world. The selection of
the board to manage these lines is a
matter of the utmost importance. It
is the biggest’ undertaking in Canada
and the personnel should be selected
with the utmost care. For this reas-
on the Ministers feel that they should
not rush hastily into the matter.. In
the meantime the C.N.R. board will
likely remain as at present. So far
Sir Wm. MacKenzie and Sir Donald
Mann have not resigned, and they
may be retained until there is com-
plete re-organization and the appoint-
ment of a Rallway Board. Although
the C. N. R. award has been made, the
Government had paid nothing on ac-
count and may pay no money over un-
til the re-organization.
