THE GERMANS SPENDING MONEY
" ON THEIR NEWJ SERVICE.

NEW YORK, Sept. 9.—The German
summer embassy at Cedarhurst, L.L,
is used as the clearing-house for the
German overseas news service, which
disseminates German war news to
neutral countries, an official connected
with the embassy admitted yesterday.
According to this informant, J. Sche-
midt, treasurer of the German em-
bassy, is the head of the clearing-house
which is maintained at a monthly cost
of from $25,000 to $30,000.

“ Four expert telegraphers are kept
pbusy day and night sending out Ger-
man news wherever it will do good.”
This official said:

“1t is one of the greatest systems
ever devised by Germans in this
country. The news is received at
Turkerton and Sayville. Every corner
where Germans are domiciled is cov-
ered by this news service, even China,
South and Central America and Mexi-
co. The telegraph companies have put
in special wires and assigned expert
operators to handle the news. Direct
wireless ran to the Turkerton and
Sayville wireless stations.”
