But'we owe little thanks for any of these
blessings to the powers-that-be at Oftawa. “No
province has benefited so little economically”,
and our export of manpower and women “has
been in a much greater proportion than in oth-
er provinees.” “The absorption of these sol-
diers and laborers back into civilian life will
be a greater problem for Prince Fdward Island
than for any other province”, Premier Jones
states. How are we going to face it? Obvious-
Iy we have a right to expect greater considera-
tion than other provinces are receiving in this
regard.  Are we likely to get it? Naturally
one does not expect Premier Jones to discuss
this delicate matter in a magazine article, but
the fact is that we are far behind other pro-
vinees in our post-war planning, and unless we
gt a move on we shall be caught at the start-
ing post when the war is over,

Premier Jones' article is headed “No lLcon-
omic Benefits from P.E.I, War Effort”, which
contrasts somewhat lugubriously with Alberta’s
boast, in headlines in the same publication, of
being “At the Crossroads of the World,” of
Manitoba having “A Fine Year”; of New
Brunswick showing “No Pace Slackening”, and
Neva Scotia going “At High Pitch.” All the
provinces are evidently proud of their war ef-
fort. We seem to_be the only ones able to
show that we are makine nothing economically
out of it.

Time We Acted Our Age

Some things that Lord Halifax did not tell
us in his Toronto speech and very properly re-
frained from telling us we know ourselves, says
the Vancouver Province. They are things that
come sharply into the controversy which has
followed swiftly on the heels of Lord Halifax's
speech.

We know for instance that, in spite of our
laims that Canada is a nation grown to man-

od, she has for years been playing the part
i a spoiled and petulant and ungrateful baby
and that it was time she acted in accordance with

Foage.

Canada spent the years between the two world
wars establishing her position as an indepen-
dent unit of the British Commonwealth. There
was no great difficulty in establishing this posi-
tion, because no opposition whatever was offer-
d to Canada's becoming what she wanted to
become,  All that stood in the way were sha-
dows and these disapveared as soon as they
were approached.

Canada has hoasted a good deal about her

s winning through the Status of West-
dunsier, astatus which js nothing shory of in-
lependence.” But in the years between the wars,
she did little or nothing to consolidate the in-
dependence by which she set so much store.

She proclaimed herself grown up and made
timid yushes, now and then,. into the world of
affairs.  But riostly she remained within easy
reach of her mot'+'s protecting apron. She did
nothing (o add ' w ‘ty to the status she claimed.
She steadilv refruined from assuming the re-
sponsibilities of nationhood. She took up, in-
steadd, a paradoxical position among the nations
==in_the Lmpire when it suited her to be there;
sutside. when things ouside scemed safe.

We must make our decision and make
it finally. Being born into the Commonwealth
we have no need of an invitation to join the
family, Lord Halifax did not invite us. Ile
merely emphasized our opportunity.

Professor C. E. M. Joad has been orat-
ing on philcsophy, and here is part of what
he has to say on the subject: — “What
of the positive effects of philosophy? I can-
not describe these without assuming provision-
ally the truth of a particular philosopohical
view. This view represents a continuing philo-
sophical tradition which has come down to us
from Plato through the philosophers of t(he
Middle Ages. It is not specifically Christian,
though most of the great Christian philosophers
have held it. Aosording to this view, this world
of objects spread out in space and of persons
living in time is not the only world. There is
another, stable and changeless where this is un-
stable and changing, perfect where this is im-
perfect. In this, the world of reality as Plato
called it, are to be found certain absolute values.

Those which the mind of man has chiefly re-
cognized are truth, goodness, and beauty. Plato
conceived the object of philosophy to be dis-
cipline and develop the mind that it might achieve
a knowledge of these values as they really are in
themselves, But the values are also manifested,
in_the tlings of this world, truth in history and
science and philosophy, beauty in art, goodness
in the characters of men and the institutions of
societies, So manifested, ordinary .men may
recognize them and seek to know. them more
fully and embody them in their lives, Tor—
and here comes the transition from thought to
practice—we awnot know values without try-
ing to know them more fully. Just because they
are valuable, they cxert an attractive power over
the human mind, pulling it forward to know
them as a magnet pulls the filings of steel that
turn towards it. You cannot enjoy heauty with-
out wishing to enjoy it more fully, be good with-
out wishing to e better, know that truth i
round the corner withoyt wishing to frack it
down.
