OTTAWA, June 17 — (CP)
Consumer’s subsidies to be paid by
the Prices Bcard during the fiscal
year ending next March 31 to keep
down the cost of living are estima-
ted at $120,000,000, the Sena.e ln-
ance Committee was told teday by
D.C. Abbott, Parliamentary Assis-
tant to F.nance Minisier Ilsley.

He :aid the payments would be
made through the Commodity Pric-
es Stabilization Ccrp. The total is
an increase of $40,600,C00 over sub-
sldles paid last year, c¢f which the

tmajor item was for more than $26,

000,000 - - a transportation subsidy
on petroleum products chiefly  for
the armed forces.
