- Dr. A, A. Allan, Cardigan Bridge,
was the chairman and the speakers
were Mr. Jas. A. Mclsaac, the Union-
ist candidate and Mr. J. J. Hughes
the Laurier Liberal candidate.

Quite a number of feminine voters
were present and the orderliness and
courtesy of the audience was excep-
tional.

MR. JAS. McISAAC.
who opened the meeting. told of the}.
pleasure he had in speaking to the
audience on the important questions
of the day involved in the present
election.

“In this election,” he said, “we are
concerneq with guestions of the most
serious moment, We-—the people of
Prince Edward Island, of Canada, of
CGreat Britain—are engaged in a tre-
mendous war, a titanic struggle com-
paréd with which all other wars have
been mere skirmishes.

“The majority ef us know but little
about the war, but that little apalls
us. We have but g modicum of know-
ledge of the magnitude of the task in
which the Allies are engaged. In
order to appreciate Canada’s position
and accomplishments in the war we
need to go back a few years and see
Canada a nation of peace as it was in
the early summer of 1914. ., Now we
must consider how Canada came into
the war, the steps necessary for the
nation to carry on her part and the
duties now resting on Canada S0
that Great Britain and her Allies
may win the war.

“Up to 1914 Canada followed the
tion, carving out an enviable position
among the leading countries of the
earth. Then the war cloud burst
ang the British Empire, Canada as a
part of that Empire and Prince Ed-
ward Island as a part of Canada were
drawn into the vortex of this titanic
struggle.

“But Canada did .not approach her
duty with timidity or hesitation—she
did far more than was expected of
her. In a brief time 33.000 men were
on their way to France to fight a
horde of 125,000,000 Austro-Germans
who hag been preparing for over 40
years for the carnage which has oc-
curred, = |

“The work which Canada did then
and since has done, and is doing now
has turned on her the admiring gaze
of the world, foremost among the con-
gratulations being the praise from
our neighbor across the border, the
United States, which has freely ad-
mitted that Canada has taught her a
lesson,

“From 1914 down the necessary re-
cruits were coming forth by .volun:
tary enlistment. In 1916 Great Bri-
tain saw that the voluntary system
was not sufficient for her needs and
then was instituted a military service
law similar to that now in operation
in Canada.

“After a time Canada found it ne-
cessary to follow the example of the
Mother Country, but before putting
such a law on the statute books the
leader of the government, Sir Robert
Borden invited Sir Wilfrid Laurier
to unite with the government to get
his followers and form a non-party,
National Government that would be
a coalition of both parties, comprising
as many Liberal members as  therse

to conscription and asked if there
would be an appeal to the people.
Sir. Robert Borden was willing  to
meet Laurier in any way in order to
effect the union and said he would
pass the Act gand then go to the peo-
ple—all that you could expect. from
any leader. This offer was refused:

“The Canadian-Club.of Hamilton
asked Sir:Robert Borden and Sir Wil-
frid Laurier to go to the country in
a recruiting appeal: Sir Robert Bor-
den was in England at the time but
immediately cabled that this would
be perfectly satisfactory. And Sir
Wilfrid—what did Sir Wilfrid « do?
After some delay he wrote that he.
could not glve assurance at that time"
but would*take up the matter later—
and the matter is still under advise-
ment,

“It was 'absolutely necessary to
bring in the Military Service Act, It
is not an election dodge for it is appa-
rent to the common sense of d@nyone
that comscription is decidedly not a
popular move and would do more
harm than help to any person or par-
ty advocating. it. '

“The Military Service Act is not a'
m_attelj of ¢hoice but one of necessity
to which 4 great number on both sides
of the House gave their support. The
argument went on by night and day
from May to July of this year and in
that time a number of the leading Li-
berals saw that the path had come to
the parting of the ways and that there
was something higher, nobler and
more important to the Imnsire than
the policy of their leader Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. Among these were many
leaders of the Liberal party, some
former cabinet ministers. a numbecr
of whom are in the Unicn Govern-
ment Cabinet now.

“There were 26 Liberals who voted'
for the Military Service Bill—but Mr.'
J. J. Hughes was not one of the 26—
rather than vote for what the leaders
of his party thought was for the good
of Canada and the Empire, Mr,!
Hughes voted against the bill.

“The Bill was passed but Sir Ro-
bert Borden did not lose his ideal, his
determination to have a Union Go-
vernment, as he thought that for best
results from the Act it:would be bet-
ter to have both parties united. Af-
ter a great deal of work, patience and
perseverance, he finally accomplished
ed the seeming impossible and form-
ed the Union Government—made up
of men of both parties—which is now
asking the country for its support. In
that government are several of the
26 loyal Liberals who assented to the
Military Service Bill including the
Premier of Alberta. Hon. A. L. Sifton,
a member from Saskatchewan, Hon.
J. A. Calder, a member from Manito-
ba, Hon. J: A. Crerar, g member
from Halifax, Mr. A. K. McLean,
(Sir Robert Borden's opponent at the
last election) and the Fon, Hugh
Guthrie and Frank Carvell.

“Mr. Hughes is saying he has the
greatest admiration for the Hon.
Frank Carvell, for Mr. Carvell voted
for the Military = Service Bill—Why
did not Mr. Hughes follow his ex:
ample? Mr. (arvell and the 25
other Liberals knew they

were ma-
king a move for the .-better interests
of Canada. Has Mr. Hughes convinc-
ed himself that he is a better man
than Carvell—or all of the 26?

“Then Mr. Hughes will talk at
great length and possibly breadth,
but there is not much depth: to it
(laughter) on financiering.

“Let us be fair. The old Borden
government is not on trial now. It
is a new government, formed of both
parties 50 that Canada may maintain
her part in the war. The 26 loyal
Liberals say THERE 1S ONLY ONE|
