portion should be discarded. In plant-
ing an iris the Rhizome should not
be covered with earth, but left at the
surface of the soil, but the roots
should be made firm in the ground.

In September 1929 at the Central
Pxperimental Farm, part of the new
Rock Border was ready for planting
and many seedlings that had been
grown in cold frames were transplant-
ed. It is quite noticeable how much
better these plants have grown than
those that were not planed until Oo*
tober. The seeds should be sown in
pots in May and the seedlings prick-
ed out into cold frames when large
enough to handle.

Peonies also should be divided and
replanted in ptember. The old
stools should be dug up, the soil
washed off and the roots divided. For
garden purposes each division should

Wash carefully; cut off tops, leaving
at least two inches of stem; to save
color also leave the long tap. root.
Blanch 15 minutes, cold dip and
scrape off sinks and stems. Pack,
placing second layer closing into first
layer in jars that have been well
sterilized. Add salt in the propor-
tion of 1 teaspoonful to each quart
jar. Fill to top each jar with boll-
ing water, and sterilize one hour.
Peas—It i absolutely essential that
peas for canning be young and cann-
ed within five hours after picking.
Blanch for five minutes, plunge im-
mediately in cold water, pack in
sterilized jars, adding to each quart
jar 1 teaspoon of salt; fill to top with
bolling water. Avold too elose pack-
ing as this may cause peas to break.
