19 FEARED DEAD IN CRASH OF U. S. AIRLINER

WRECKAGE 1S
SIGHTED ON
HOUNTAIN PERK

No Sign Of Life At
Scene Of Crash —
Rescue Efforts Un-
derway.

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah, Oct.
18—Nineteen  persons
crashed to their deaths when the
United Airlines’ palatial “Main-
liner” shot into a peak high in the
Uinta Mountains, ' air searchers
said tonight.

“I don’t see how anycne could be
alive there,” said Wesley Meyers,
western Wyoming - rancher, after a
flight over the wreckage of the
craft which carried 15 men and

four women,
“We flew as close above the
wreckage as we dared and could

see not a sign of the 19 people it
carried,” said Carl Reynolds, Salt
Lake City photographer. “The front
of the plane is all smashed in ana
the wings are sheared off.”

States “as friends,” the statement
adced.

LONDON, Oct. 18—Great Britain
and France ‘draftéed a plan of joint
action teday for tomorrow’s' Ncn-
Intervention Subcommittee meet ng
over which Foreign Secretary Eden
himself will preside in an etfort to
drive through an agreement to
withdraw foreign volunteers from
Spain’s civil war.

Eden conferred at length with
Prime Minister Chamber.ain and
Freuch Ambassador Charles Corbin
on Franco-Britsh policy for the
meeting. i

Surprise was caused in London
diplomatic circles by the departure
of Joachim Von Riboentrop, the
German Ambassador, who 1liew to
Germany to see Chancellor Hitler.

Whether he will return in time
for tomorrow's commiiiee session
was not known but it was under-
stood Von Ribbentrop sought Hit-
ler s orders on the Nazi stand in re-
gard to Frauce's proporiional vol-
unteer w.thdarawai pian.

The Spanish Embassy, comment-
ing on the Rome report, stated the
Valencia Government had informa-
tion there are 110,000 Itallans  in
Spain.”

SHERBRODKE
FIRE CLAINS
FOUR LIVES

Victims Trapped In
Rooms As Flames
Quickly Level Grand
Central Hotel.

(By The Canadian Press)

SHERBROOKE, Que., Oct, 18—
Burns and injuries claimed the
life of one man late today as bod-
ies of three others were sought in
jagged, smouldering debris that
once was the 75-year-old Grand
Central Hotel, destroyed by fire of
undetermined origin at an estim-
ated loss of $100,000,

Death of Robert Cooper, 25, of
Sherbrooke, one of 12 persons in-
jured while fleeing from windows
of the four-storey brick bujding,
boosted to four the tentative list
of deaths. Police and firemen said
there had been no chance of es-
cape for Stewart Grose, 28, Oswald
Charlewood, 31, and Lancelot Ste-
wart, 32, all of Sherbrooke. The
three were listed as missing.

" Critically Injured

Still in critical condition was
Octave Cameron, 31, of Quebec,
who suffered from burns and
shock.  Condition of 10 other men
and women was reported serious
but not critical.

Grose, restaurant owner who
lived at the hotel with Cooper,
Charlewood and Reggie Reed, an-
other of fhe injured, apparently
sacrificed his life in an effort to
reach the imprisoned Charlewood.
Cooper already had led two per-
sons to safety and shouted that he
was going back -after his room-
mate. He was never seen again
after dashing through a flaming
doorway. ;

Flames Spread Rapidly

The flames, originating in the
rear section of the building, situ-
ated in the heart of the down-
town business area, spread 0
quickly guests and employees who
were called immediately the flames
were discovered had no time to
dress. Most of them fled in night
attire, - some with their skimpy
clothing smouldering.

To Claire Lapierre, hotel serving
girl, went the credit for saving ot
many lives.

SHANGHAI, Oct. 19—The ad-
vance of the Japanese army down
the two great = railroads linking
North China with the south has
been slowed down, according to
authoritative advices today from
points along the southern banks o1,
the Ye'low River, the great stream
that divides North  China from
the re:t of the natlon. :

In the east, the Japanese threat
to Tsinan, capital of Shantung
Province, was lessened  when-the
column operating along the Tient-
sin-Pukow rallroad - withdrew 15
miles northward to Pingy-uanh-
sien from Yuchengsung where
their line had threatened the Chin-
ese Tuhai River positions 30 miles
from Tsinan,

A portion of the eastern forces
was transferred to' bolster the
Japanese drive that is meeting
stiff resistance 150 miles to the
west of the \Péiping to Hankow
railroad.

Reports from  North China yes-
terday said that an armored train
had penetrated to Hantan, 25

miles in advance of the main Jap- |

anese forces at Shuntehfu and an
equal distance from the Chinest
base at Changtefu in Honan Prov-
ince. This would place the - farth-
est Japanese advance 250 miles
southwest of Peiping and only 15
miles from the Hopehahonan pro-
vincial border.

At Shanghai, a-battle was being
fought 10 miles northwest of the
city in thé’sector between Tazang
and Liehang, where the Japanese
pounded the Chinese defences.

In what was described as the
severest sing'e encounter of the
two-month old conflict around
Shanghai, Chinese authorities said
1,400 Chinese and 3,000 Japanese
died fighting for the Chinese sup-
ply bases at Tazang. The Chinese
Commander, ‘27-year-old Colonel
Chin Ching-Wu, and his command
was rejsrted wiped out in a 33-
hour battle,

Pr‘emier Aberhart
Makes Public Brief
Defending Bills
Submitted To
Ottawa.

(C.P. By Guardian's Special Wire

EDMONTON, Oct. 18—Defence o)f
the validity and soundness of three
bills passed by the Alberta Legis-
lature and referred to the Gover-
nor-General-in-Council for consid-
erat'on was made in g brief sub-
mitted to the Federal Government
by the provincial administration.
The brief was made public here to-
dav by Premier Aberhart.

The three bills—dealing with
newspapers, taxation of banks and ’
regulation of credit—were dealt with
in the 900 word submission that
also proposed a court reference on
the question of the Federal gov-

islation of any province.
Deny Federal Power

After declaring the three bills
were sound legislation and deny'ng
Federal right of‘ disallowance, the
brief declared the important ques-
tion of disallowance should be set-
tled by the courts and that all pro-
vinces wou'd be vitally interested in
the decis'on.

Should any question be raised as
to constitutional validity of the bill
to “ensure the publication of ac-
curate news and information,” the
government had no objection to
having it referred to the courts for
decision, the brief said.” The bill
affects newspapers and provides for
enforcement of publcation of cor-
rective statements on government
policy and disclosure of identity of
writers and sources of news and
information.

Tax on. Banks

The legislation providing for tax-
ation of banks and the Alberta
Credit Regulation Act were in a
different category and test cases in
courts were essential to determine
their val dity, the brief declared.

The taxing measure increased
from one-tenth to one-half of one
per cent the tax on paid up capi-
tal and imposed a tax of one per
cent on reserves and undivided pro-
fits. Previous'y it was estimated the
two taxes would produce $2,000,000

Staggering Deficit

Forecast'

WASHINGTON, Oct. 18 —(AP)
—President Roosevelt hiked his
estimate of the United States fed-
eral deficit for this fiscal year by
$277,000,000 today, forcasting the
Treasury would run $895,245,000
into the red by next June 30.

. Revamping the budget issued
last April. the President whittled

. his estimate of revenues by $256-
| 000 000, bringing the figure

down
to $6,650,410,000. He sald spending
would be $21,000,000 greater than
anticipated and would total §7.-
345,655,000 exclusive of  $200,000,-
000 for debt retirement.

The estimated gross deficit of
$895,245,000 included the $200.000,-
000 to be spent for paying off
debt. Exclusive of this, the net
- deficit was forecast at $695,245,

000, compared with a forecast of
$418.000,000 last ‘April and a net
deficit of $2,707,347,000
ficcal year ended June 30.

Mr. Roosevelt gave no reason
for his sharp reduction in ' the
revenue estimate for this year, but
authorities assumed it was
dicated on the severe stock mar-
ket decline and recent downswings
in various pusiness indices.
