Rich in hlaborical associations, and one
of the land marks of New York is Wash-
ington Heights, so when a friend of mine
suggested to me that we should take a
surface car and go out there, I gladly
assented. Em-passant, when I first
came to New York I asked why a street
electric car was called a surface car?
When my stupidity was enlightened by
the reply that it was to distinguish it
from the elevated, which by the way is
abbreviated to *‘L,” here, as no real New
Yorker could take time to say*‘elevated.”
And justhere I may say that” whilst
walking on Park Avenue a day after my

arrival and admiring a miniature grass}

plot, hedged in with luxuriant shrubbery,
I was startled beyond expression by a
sudden vibration followed by belching
steam and imagiped in my rusticity that a
dynamite bomb had exploded at my feet.
To my excla mations of terror my com-
panion merely replied, “Why, that's only
the New York Ceutral tunnel.” I im-
wmediately asked why she had not pre-
pared me for it a little earlier.

Upon my debut in New York I entered
at the Grand Central and it certainly isa
nightmare of neise, and hurry and
feverish unrest; the olatter of opening
and shutting gates,the rushing in and out
of trains and above all the grotesque and
ant-like activity of the crowds., I take
an ordinary surface car full of ordinary
people going to work, The whole against
asliding back ground seen in glimpses
through the windows of ordinary shops.
There, as the elevated crushes and grinds
its way to a stand—still over my head,
every nerve in my country bred body
quivers in protest. Again when 1 look
about.me at the people in the cars, their
stony indifference to me and each ohher
seems inveterately hostile.

The glassy unseeing stare with which
they view the vista of sordid buildings
whirling by, the fixed pre-occupation of
everyone with his or her own affairs,seem
to make them an assembly of strange
semi-conscious creatures,anything but hu-
man,impossible to move by any appeal.One
cannot conceive how grotesquelit is to see
women in beautiful gowns hanging on to
astrapin an electri¢, tram liable to be
sent flying at any moment into the laps
of strange men who do not get up to give
them aseat.  But I apologize for such
an unpardonable di&rcssion, when I
started out to describg'my visit to Wash-
ington Heights, Revenous a nos moutons.

Standiog on MacCombs Dam Bridge
we have a very beautital and extensive

view of the surmumlmg country.
Direct'y noyth of .us, across the
valley we can look out upon Harlem
Heights, fthe headquarters of General

Washington being fixed at the Morris
House, now the Tumel Mansion which
stands out in bold relief on the rocky
height south west of High Bridge. It is
indeed a fine example in decay of old
colonial architecture .and as we gaze
upon it imagination runs riot as to the
tales those walls could unfold, could they
but speak. There were no doubt ‘“high
doings” there and one can imagine much
more than the staid old chronicler can
describe,

The Loyalist owner of the property had
been Washington'so!d companion-in-arms
and his wife was the beautiful Mary
Phillipse whom tha Provincial Colonel
Washiogton had wooed in vain. The
house has been always a landmark,
G neral Washiogton hnvirg plaoned his
battles In its library. Tne estate being
confirc ted a‘ter the revolu'ion wes pur-
chased by J shn Jacob A:tor who sola the
house to Stephen Tumel. Madame
Tumel in her widowhood married Asron
Burr.Standing upon the piazza of this
historic structure one sees not oaly the
lower cioy and Brooklyn Bridgebut seven
counties in two different states, three
rivers, Long Island Sound, the Bay and
in a clear atmosphere a glimpse of the
distant ocean. The Tumel mansion hes
been purchased by an association for per-
petual  preservation—a Revolutionary
Museum Isuppose it may be called.

Washingtn Heigh's 1s fast becoming
a favorite residential locality, The Hud-
son flows at its foot on one side and the
Harlem on the other. There dare several
large charitable institutions near by of
which I will make further mention some
other time, Oa top of, the Heights are
