Assurance of Being Sent to the Front
With a Friend Brings Big Enlist-
ment.

ADVERTISING WORKS WELL.
Decorated and Illuminated Trolley
Car Has Destination Sign “Ber-
lin.”

LONDON, Oct. 1.—Unusual adver-
tising is playing a leading role in
the accomplishment of the giant task
Which England has set for itself in
seekinz to enroll 500,000 recruits to
answer Harl Kitchener's second call
for volunteers. Its keynote is to
show howi urgent is the need for men
at the front, and cities, towns and
communities have awakened to the
necessity for action. Enthusiasm has
been raised in them to fever pitch by
great public meetings, and the list
of recruits has been carried to high-
watermark.

In the city of Leeds, Yorkshire, in
particular, the advertising appeal for
recruits has been driven home - with
especial force. Here, great stress was
laid on the formation of companies
in' which friends could Le assured of
going to the front together, and the
sympathetic appeal to enroll in
‘‘Pals Battalions’’ brought g great
response. It is probahle, though, that
the appeai could not have been so
strongly emphasized if the Leeds re-
cruits had not used novel advertising
to show what it meant.

The Leeds advertising device was a
beautifully decorated and illuminated
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double-deck “trolley car. It bore on
bhoth sides in electric lights a large
sign ‘“God Save the King,’”' in front
and in back the insighia of Englands
royalty ip electric lights also,and an

{thc front the destination sign ‘‘Ber-

lin."” Set in the
were a series of signs which said:
‘‘The Country Calls. Kitchener RRe-
quires 500,000 Men, Go Now’’; Want-
ed at Once, 5,000 Recruits from Leeds
Pritish Bulldogs, Airedale or York-
shire Terriers’”’; ‘‘Go Now. Don’t
IHave to be Fetched. The People of
Leeds Will Loolk After Your Homes."

The car was sent out night after
night over the lines of the Leeds
Tramway Corporation, with , fine
band of music occupying the upper
deck, and with puplic speakers and
recruiting officers on board. Immense
crowds gathered at all stopping
points, and the car had a great suc-
Ce8R.

The promise of the car that ‘“The
People of Leeds Will Look After Your
Homes'' is one of the strongest ap-
peals to recruits. All who volunteer
are assured that heir families or
others dependent on them  will be
generously cared for, maintenance be-
ing given through the various city
committees or through 4he million
dollar Prince of Wales fund raised in
one month especially for this pur-
pose.

FIGHTING IN THE EAST.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 30.—The Ger-
mans, repulsed in attempts to cross
the Niemen, heavy.fighting continues
in Suwalki District. The Austrians
have been repulsed at Dulk, Galicia.
Fighting has been reported at Tar-
now for 24 hours.

AMSTERDAM, Sept. 30.—The Aus-
trians are sending fresh troops into
north-eastern Hungary to stem the
Russian advance.
FREEING OF BRITISH
TARS STIRS GERMANY.

LONDON, Sept. 30.—A despatch to
the Reuter Telegram Company from
Amsterdam says that the CoYogne
Gazette voices German indignation at
the attitude of the Dutch in releasing
the surviving sailors from the Brit-
ish cruisers Hogue, Cressy and Abou-
kir. It says: “No lega! support for
the attitude of the Netierlands Gov-
ernment can be found, either in the
Geneva or The Hague conventions.”

The paper argues that the men who
were rescued after their ships had

been sunk by a German submarine and
later landed in Holland, should have
been guarded to prevent their further
participation in the war.

BRITISH FINANCE.

LONDON, Oct. 11.— For the first
half of the financial year ending yes-
terday the British National Revenue
amounted apparently to $380,000,000,
a decrease of $13,500,000 as compared
with last year while expenditures ag-
gregated $670,000,000 showing an in-
