LONDON, Eeb 5.—A Methodist mis
sioaary in Beitish New Guinea—now
known as Papua--thq Rev W F Brownlow
has added to the world’s knowledge of the
curious und little known races of thke
great morth Pacific island by the discovery
and partial taming of a new tribe.

The ro0s in question consists of abont
20,000 biacks, living at a place called
Dobu, The custorus of the race sre most
curious, The immigration policy iy more
drastio thau thatof ‘*White Australia,’
for all strapgers have either to becomu
fu'l me-abers of the triba or to be eaten:
‘When dealing with Mr Brownlow, how-

Maritime Province Swept by
a 60-Mile Wind, With
Blinding Snow

early ' Saturday evening = until after
midnight 8t. John and a large por-
tion' of New Brunswick experienced a
poasde i o4t

storm  which . has not been equalled
since . the Baxby gale, which has
become  the 'standard by which all
heavy *‘blows’’ are measured here.
Nova 'Bcotia and ‘Maine had it too.
The wind reached sixty miles an hour
here about ‘midnight and kept up
that velocity for fifteen minutes but

at Lepreaux this was far outdone
for. eighty-four miles an hour was
recorded there. /

great damage has been done.

In 8t. John wharves were wrecked
the steamer Empress of Ireland broke
from her moorings, a fish warehouse
was blown off Navy Island into the
harbor and carried up towards the
falls.

The Market Hall was well filled
(With citizens last night called to-
gether by His Worship Mayor Paton
to discuss civic politics prior to the
forth coming election.

On the platform- were His Worship

Councillors; 8. W. Crabbe, and B.
. Prowse mayoralty candidates and
the candidates who are now seeking
election for the different wards.

The meeting -was called to order at
8 - o’clock Norman . Campbell ' being
appointed Secretary.

It was moved ' and, secouded from
the audience that speakers be, limit~
ed to 10 minutes cach. This oa beitg
put to the vote was lost.

His Worship Mayor Paton was the
first speaker. e tendered his thanke
to the citizens for having two years
ago placed him in his honorable
position—a  position which he ap-
preciated. He said he had striven to
do his duty, and said in reference to
certain statements made by L. P.
Tanton and others that the finances
of the City wer? carefially managced.
The accounts were correct, and so
far as he had any knowledge every
cent had been wisely expended.

In regard to dzo21tures .His Wor-
ship said that Charlottetown’s posi-
tion was higher than that of any
city in Canada. He said he had a
letter from a broker saying that
Charlottetown bonds are gilt-edged.
Mr. ORABBE— e “Meclrtoch?
MAYOR PATON—'No it iz not Mr.
McIntogh. I'll give you, an instance.
His Worship then told how the
present Council had = recently in
spite of the money stringency sold
$16,000 of debentures at the highest—
possible figure, while Mr. Crabbe
when he was in the Council had been
unable to sell even $5,000 worth.
COUNCILLOR HOOPER was glad
to note such a good attendance of
citizens, notwithstanding the cold
weather. He regretted that his
health had not been of the best for
some time past, but considered it
his duty to attend this meeting to
meet any charges or answer any
questions.

Mr. Orabbe asked if any had been

sold to:the Local Governmenl, and
was told that $3,00 of them had been
so disposed of. Mr Crabhe contend-
ed that the Oity.debentires cculd
not be sold at par; they were hhing
offered by McIntosh, a Halifax trok-
er for'83%. He spoke ©f the Watei-
works department and said ne bad
been blamed for increasing the pric?

TOKIO, Feb. 3—At a sectional
committeé meeting of representatives
today, Baron Chinda, vice foreign
minister, in reply to a question on
the foreign emigration policy of the
government, pointed out that South
America was a favorable ground for
Japanese emigrants and a legation
would be established in Chile to
promote better relations between
both countries in the matter of trade
and emigration.
