‘After re-
maining some days, aud threatenivg
what he would do, if he could but tuke
them, the people no’ making their ap-
pearance, he had at iast to pledge
himself to do them ‘no
injury providing tbey would mus-
ler; they baving b en made acquainted
with these promises, immediately came
and mustered.’ Tne Goversor,on be-
ing asked if they might dismiss,  Te-
pliéd that they ni:bt go to h—; wheu
he returced to Charlot e owr. he dicw
up a despatch, represeptiuyg the whils
Island as in a state of . bellion.  aud
that he had besizged Maipeq. e, the
principal stronghcld of tne 1evcls aud
completely subdued them. H2 at ibe
same time gave a list of the killed aud
wounded, accompanying i1t with a dratt
for no 1nconsiderable amount to defray
the expenses of the siege. One of the
officers, who was 1epresented as being
wounded, but who merely got hws
trousers torn, on his way thither. sp-
p:ied for, and received a peusion.”
