~ FOR DAMAGES

The Government, Directs Thet all Claims * for
Damages Through lllegal Methods of Watfare

be Filed With Proof

OTTAWA, Nov. 18—The Govern-
ment has’ directed the preparation of
a list of claims by Canadians arising
out of ‘the ulexal methods of the tor-
podolmx of ships without warning, the
aerial bombius of unfortified, places,
and comm&ndeerlns or requisitioning
without comfﬁens&tlon, destruction and
simflar illegal acts on land. The Can-
adian claims are largely limited - to
the first class mentioned. The claims
relate to loss of life, as well as pro-
perty.

A further list is alao to be made
covering clalms for damages arising
out of breeches -of contracts with
neutrals which were declared illegal
because of the neutrals making the
claims being op the statutory list of
persons in neutral countﬂes common-
1y caned the blacklist, * All persons
havmg claims indidated - should file
thetn witholit delay. The making of

this list does not imply an undertak-
ing on the part of the Government tu
put forward the claims at the Peace
Conference, or any assurance that i.
put forward they will be paid. But the
list should be completed without de
lay so as to enable the Government tc
make a demand if an occasion arises

Instrutions showing the methods of
filing claims and the proof to be _for-
warded may be obtained from Thomag
Mulvey, Under-Secretary of State, the
officer appointed by order-in-council to
prepare, examine and report upon the
claims. {
