New Ontario, New Brunswick and Old
Ontario seed will show to what extent
it should be. extended. The Dominion
Jepartment of Agriculture is also
making a comprehensive survey of
0ld Ontario to determine to what ex-
ent these diseases are present. This
information is needed hefore compre-
hensive control measures can be sug-
zested. The importation of healthy
seed is the only course open, but for-
‘unately it gives a perfect control of

sufficiently frequently. The selection
of healthy plants from partly diseas-
ad crops in Old Ontario with a view
‘0 using their product for seed is not
recommended.

It also follows from the fact that
none of the diseases mentioned can
Ye detected in the tubers that the only
suarantee possible to the man who
huys seed is a knowledge of what the
3rowing crop looked like the previous
vear. The Dominion Government main-
tains an inspection service in' the
principal seed growing districts for
this purpose. The crops are inspect-
ed before and after harvest and tags
are supplied to growers who have po-
tatoes fit for seed purposes to mark
‘heir stock with. This system was put
in active operation for the first time
last year and it is confidently believed
that with the experience then gained
a supply of the best possible seed will
be secured which can be purchased
with confidence 'that it is the best
procurable. Where our survey work
shows that much Leaf Roll and similar
serious diseases are present it will be
found that the planting of the certi-
fied imported seed will very largely
increase potato production. .}
