OTTAWA, Feb. 16.—In further ex
planation of the Gov:rnment’s plan
to take an inventory of th2 man-po-
wer of Canada, a memorandumn was
given out by the Prime Minister It
is understood that the plan to be fol-
. lowed has not yet been definitely de-
cided, but that it will be worked out
in the course of a short time. It
will be one of ‘the matters consider-
ed at the conference of provincial pre
mijers now in progress here. The
statement issued is as follows:

“The Government submitted to the
representatives of organized labor
the following confidential memoran-
dum, dealing with the organization of
man-power and woman-power of Ca-
nada:

“To give effect to the declared po-
licy of the Government to mobilize
the gnan-power and resources of Ca-
nada for the vigorous prosecution ot
the war in all its phases, the Govern-
ment - believes that an inventory .of
the man-power and woman-power of
Canada should be taken, the inven-
tory to include all those of sixteen
years of age and upwards. This in-
ventory and mobilization is required
in order that Canada may more fully
co-ordinate and concentrate her war
efforts to meet both the urgency of
the present military situation and the
imperative needs of greater produc-
tion and conservation, increased la-
bor and production in essential indus-
tries and other pressing problems
which face the nation. . Among the
specific purposes to' be accomplished
by the inventory are:)

“1—To ascertain the numbers, resi-
dence, nationality and occupation of
all persons who have evaded. regis-

tration under the provisions of the
Military Service Act.
“2—To facilitate the operation of

the Military Service Act by requiring
that all registered shall carry a certi-
ficate of registration,

“3—To ascertain the numbers, rgsi-
deuce 'and: occupation™ of ‘Those who
though not now engaged in agricul-
ture have had experience in farming
and are gualified to assist in agricul-
tural production.

“4—Tc aBcertain the numbers em-
ployed in various . occupations, or
lines of i{ndustry, so as to ascertain
the lapor supply which might be ren-
dered available by closing or curtail
ing less essential industries and di-
w;rung labor to more essential indus-
tries. '

“6—To ascertain the supply of wo-
man-labor available 1o supplement
the work of men or to take over the
work of men who could thereby be
released for other services of nalion-
al importance.

“6—To ascertain the number, resi-
dence, nationality and occupation of
all persons resident in Canada who

dare not British subjects by birth or
naturalization.

“7—To be able to utilize with the
least inconvenience and to the best
advantage the services of all men and
women in the employment to which
they arefitted by a special training
and experience.

“8—To secure all such information
as will enable the Government, in co
operation with Labbr, to carry on an
offective and organized dominion-wide
propaganda and appeal for procucing

voluntary enlistment of labor the
men and women necessary for all
such industries and occupations as

are essential to the successful prose
cution of the war and to assist in se
curing an equitable distribution of la
bor for such purposes,

“9—To secure. the information
which will be required in case the
State, at a future date, should be
compelled to arange for more equit:
able distribution of fuel, food or oth
er necessaries of life.

“After due consideration of the
memorandum the representatives o'
Labor submitted the following repor!
to the Government:

“‘Your tentative proposals contain
ed in confidential memorandum: to ut
we answer as follows:

“‘That we will co-operate with the
Government on the lines suggested ir
your memorandum, providing, tha
Clause 8 of same is carried out on thc
broad lines embodied in resolutior
number seven of our memorandum
and which reads:

““That we declare against compul
sory ser vice and in order to secure
the full co-ordination and co-opera
tion of Labor to make voluntary ser
vice effective, we recommend the cre
ation of a committee or commission
under the chairmanship of the:Labo1
sub-Committee of the Cabinet with
power to form sub-committees
throughout the country, and on all o!
which Labor shall have fair represen
tation.

“*And section 3 of the same regolu
tion which reads:

““That all the above be carried ou
with full guarante» that fair wages
hours, and other working conditions
must prevail, and such conditions tc
be fixed by further conferencas witl
representatlives of the trades effected
he incorporated as a necessary regu
lation of such scheme, and as 1t |
the opinion of this conference thai
the Military Service Act confers upor
the Government all the powers enum
erated in Clauses one and two of tht
memorandum we do not deem it nec
essary to pass upon said clauses."”

This report was discussed at lengtt
wih the Labor leaders, and the Gov
ernment’s position made clear as t«
the necessity for national registra
tion."”

ATTACKS ON ARMY LEADERS

LONDON, February 18.—The rum
ors of the compulsory retirement of
GGeneral Sir Willlam Robertson as
Chief of Staff, which began after the
Daily Mail’s sharp attack on him and
Field Marshal Haig a few days he-
fore the meeting of the Supreme War
Council at Versailles and constituted
the subject of a large part of the de-
bate in the House of Commons this
week, continued to be discussed by
the newspapers. The Times takes the
point of view thaat no one cares ‘a
rap which first-class soldier is select:
ed for this or that great military ap-
pointment. It says unstinted confi-
dence is reposed in Field Marshal
Haig, because the army trusts his
ieadership, which is a vital factor in
the army’s morale. But as to the
work of the others, in the nature, of
things next to nothing can be known.

In a letter to the Morning Post,
the Duke of Somerset takes a strong

GZERNIN HOPEFUL
FOR HONORABLE
GENERAL PEACE

AMSTERDAM, Feb. 18.A despatch
received here from Vienna says that
Count Czernin, the Austro:Hungarian
Foreign Minister, replying to an ad-
dress of the Burgomaster, who wel-
comed Czernin on his return to the
Austrian capital, said it was the war
aim of their supreme War Lord and
Emperor which had secured fer them
a peace with the Ukraine. This pcace,
he added, was in a double sense of
the greatest significance.

“What has happened at Brest-Lito-
vsk” Count Czernin said;, “is not ye
the end of the war, but it is the be-
ginning of the end. Not only 'political
diseases but. political recoveries are
infectious and peace will be so too.
‘“‘Moreover, the strangling block-
ade of the Entente has been broken
by the siging of the peace with the
Ukraine with its bread. The diffi-
culties of transport certainly still are
considerable, but ali necessary pre-
parations have been made, and. if
conditions do not alter, an improve-
ment will take place.”

Count Czernin added that he had
assurance that Austrian prisoners of,;
war would be released. Civil war he-
tween Russia and the Ukraine might
cause difficulties, but he was full of
hope. In conclusion Count Czernin
said:

“If ever confidence was justified. it
is today. 1 am firmly convinced that
we have only to hold out a little long-
er and, an honorable general peace
will be attained.
