QUEBEC, May 17—French Can-
ada outdid itself today in extend-
ing an epoch-making welcome to
Their Majesties King George
Queen Elizabeth,
Never in ite history had 'this
381-year-old city witnessed a dem-
onstration like that given tne King
and Queen when they drove about
the city.

Approximately 9,000 policemen, sol-
diers, scouts and cadets lined the
streets and kept the crowds in
