“The Government since the war began, have enjoyed
an immunity accorded to no other Government in the
past; and such criticism as has been levelled against them
has been directed simply and solely to the more vigorous
prosecution of the war. They have suffered no obstruc-
tion at all.

The “immunity” enjoyed by the British Government is
commendable; there no doubt was criticism and we be-
lieve that much of it was “directed solely to the more
vigorous prosecution of the war.”
