THE FLOOR OF THE OCEAN.

.The occan has becn sounded. in
nearly all directicns with modern ap-
pliances, and those soundings show
that the floor of the ocean consists
of vast undulating plains, lying at an
average depth of about twa. and a
half miles beneath the surface of the
waves.

The sea, as all the world knows, 18
salt. It is saltest where strong dry
winds blow across the surface, as,
for instance, in  the trade-wind re-
gions and in the Mediterranean and
the Red Sea. It is less salt toward
the poles and in the deeper layers of
the ocean. It has long been known
that the very salt water of the Med-
iterranean flows as an undercurrent |
out through the Straits of Gibraltar, |
and thus afiords the salinity of the |
deeper waters of the Atlantic over a
wide area. Although the amount of |
salt in water varies, the compdsition |
ol sea salts remains very comstant; |
slight differences have, however, been '
noticed along the continental coasts,
in the polar region and in the water
in direct contact with deep-sea depos-
its.
