EYESIGHT AND HIGHWAY
ACCIDENTS

“Do you ‘know that 20 per cent
of 17 and 18-year-olds have pro-
nounced visual shortcomings; 39
per cent of 30-year-old autcimobile
drivers have visual problems; 71
per cent of 50-year-old drivers have
visual problems.” I am quoting
from a pamphlet, “Vision and High-
way Safcty,” published by the Pub-
lic Health Bureau of the American
Optometric Association.

As we examine the above figures,
we are not surprised . that poor
eyesight or deficient eyesight, not
corrected by glasses, is one of the
principal causes of fatal accidents

DO YOU KNOW?

Do you know that if you tie a
vand around your hair when you
clcanse or make up, you will be

on the highway. Then, when we
learn that 60 per cent of all fatal
accidents occur at night, when even
good eyesight may not prevent
some accidents, it can readily be
seen how poor eyesiht can be a big|
factor in causing these night ac-
cidents. In one state, night blind-
ness was found in 48 per cent of|
drivers in highway accidents. |
What about your eyesight? Be-
cause you appear to have no diffi-|
culty in reading newspapers.and'
books nor in reading signs or know-
ing faces across the street, is no
guarantee that you have nommal
eyesight. Being able to do these
things may be causifig a slight!
strain on the nerves, of which you
are not aware.

As we all should be checked over
by our physician at least once a
year, the distance test (about 15 or
20 feet) and the reading test (14
inches) should be included. Should
here be any difficulty in seeing the
letters at the distance, 20 feet, or
ordinary type at 14 inches, he may
refer you to an oculist. He will note
any disease or defect of the eye
present and, if not, will measure the
eyesight and prescribe glasses to
correct any deficiency. Or your phy-
siclan may send you directly to an
optometrist, who likewise will ex-
amine your eyesight and pre:‘mibel
the glasses necessary to correct
any defect, The opt'cian grinds the
glasses as prescribed by tke ocullst
or optometrist.
