Fox Ranchers Penalized

“If a fox rancher produced pelts
in 1943 but did not sell them until
1944, he is not only taxed on those
pelts but also on his pelts or live
foxes produced and sold in 19044 —
all as income of that year,” Mr.|
Strong said. “He is not- allowed, as
against his proceeds of the 1943
pelts, his expenses involved in pro-
ducing them durihg that year. He
is not allowed depreciation on his
ranch buildihgs, pens or equipment,!
but onhly thelr revlicement value
when required to be replaced; and
He might be out of business or dead:
by that time. Ranchers should be
allowed depreciation annualy, and
any reesonable expense in respect
to repairs,

“Some ranchers have been put
out of business by arbitrary gssess-
ments made by some little former
Hardware clerk or such-like in our
Income Tax departments Country
merchants and produce dealers are
also beine forced out of business or
put in bankruptcy by the same
means.

“Sometimes the tax officlals go
back three or four years, make
arbitrary assessments with inter-
est at 8 per cent, and if the person
taxed does not appeal from the
assessment within thirty days it
is final. Bven if the taxpayer does
appeéal he must put up $400
security for costs before he
move further in the matter.

“These abuses should cease. As-
sessments should be made (Fromptly
and accurately. They should be final

Mr. Strcng took exception to the
claim made in the Speech from
the - Throne that pullorum disease
among poultry had been practically
wiped out as a result of testing in
the provincial laboratory. “Go to
the express office,” he sald, “and
see the baby chicks that are com-
ing into the Province. You can
clean up this Province one year,
and next year conditions will be
worse than ever on account of
these importations.”

He instanced a case of three in-
spectors calling at one poultry
farm on Dec, 20 last to cull and
collect blood samples from the
flock for pullorum test. One in-
spector was from the Provincial
Department of Agriculture and the
other two were from the Livestocl
Division. When they arrived the
owher noted their working clothes
were dirty and on Infquiry was in-
formed that they had been working
on other flocks bzfore visiting his.
Durihg the day they collected 1150
bloocd Samples from™ his flock, and
throughout the whole of thils op-
eration no disinfectant of any kind
was used One of the inspectors
occasionally wiped the knife on his
dirty coat. The other two used’
small nlece of cotton wool to wipe
the knife with, but as the day wore
on the wool became 30 dirty as to
act as a reservolr for any Infec-
tion that might be present.

This disease, Mr, Strong saild,
could easily be carrled from one
flock to another and spread through
flocks by the use of a dirty knife
