The decline
and fall of nations cannot he written
efore the decline and fall of souls
have taken place.

The degeneracy of the British Army
s discovered during the South Afri-
can war, when so large a proportion
~f those who sought to enlist were
found physically unfit, while the
standard had fallen four inches in
the average height of Tommy  At-
:ins gince the days of the Crimean
war—that degeneracy has been traced
definitely to strong drink.

But the point to be emphasized on
Tempcerance Sunday, as well as any
other Sunday, is this: There cannot
pro-
gress and stability without personal,
and social and political purity. Per-
sonal moral decadence is the forerun-
ner and sure prophecy oi all other
forms of decadence.

The lesson text may present some
difficulties  of interpretation, but
some comparisons which Hosea makes
are very suggestive, e.g.. What is
like an oven? Why was Ephraim like
a cake not turned? On like a silly
love? Or a deceitful bow? These com-
parisons hold good wherever the
hearts of - men are estranged from
God and when men seek to form al-
liances which cannot carry His sanc-
tion.

The relation of many voices to
strong  drink finds illustration in
what Hosea has to say about the
conduct of king and court and coun-
try. There is no doubt that the use
of intoxicating heverages and stupify-
ing potions is a tap root of all man-
ner of character degradation. And
thrones and empires and the wealth
of nations are built on character.

Mixers, ‘‘He is a good mixer,” is a
term frequently used nowadays to in-
dicate the successful man or to in-
dicate the man that is wanted. What
does the lesson suggest about mix-
ers? Let the' Christian man or woman
beware of seeking that distinction.
The society mixer is one from whom
the juices of the good becomes exti-
cated. Some onc says: ‘‘Go in and be
ye mixed,” is not to save the world,
but to lose yourself. The Apostle has
a stronger claim upon good judgment,
