CIVILIAN VICTIMS

The raid. carried out at 11.30 am.

Among the dead were 12
women and one child. The bom-
bardment was more intense than
previous attacks, but the alarm was
sounded sooner and the civil popu-
lation was able to seek refuge.

The Britons killed on the St.
Winifred, which had brought a
cargo of coal from Newport, Wales,
were Engineer Halliday, two sea-
men named Hennessy and MacMil-
lan and two cabin stewards whose
names were not immediately re-
vealed.
