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Austrian Parliament
Defies Soviet

VIE&NA. July 26 — (AP) —Par-
liament today defied a Russian
warning hy voting to include some
Soviet-clatimed industries in an
Austrian nationalization program
and decided to scek United Nations
aid to uphold the Potsdam-promis-
ed integrity of Austria as a na-

tion.

The parlament unanimously ap-
proved nationalization of 81 key in-
dustries, including some claimed
by Russla as German reparations.

It also voted to ask the U. N. for

ermission to send a delegation to

ts ncxt meeting to put the coun~
try’s case before  that body. Aus-
tria js not a member of the UN.

‘The Samia columbia is said to he
native from Maine to Wisconsin
in the U.S., but Mr. Forbes has
not only himself collected the in-
sect in' New Brunswick, but has
discovered several records of it by
other entomoiogists. It ls, I sus-
pect, to be found here too, but has
escaped recognition because it re-
sembles S. cecropia rather closely.
The oaterpillars are similar. except
that those of 8. columbia have three
pairs of coral rea tubercles, while
[ two pairs exist on the larvae
of 8. cecropla.

“The adult stage of S. columbia
is somewhat smeller (4 inch spread)
than that of the more common
S, cecropia, and 1s easily disting-
uished from the latter by the abe
sence of the reddish outer shading
of the transverse white line which
crosses the middle of the wings”.,
The planets, says the Astronomer
Royal, all move round the Syn :n
the same direction and their pat.s
lie very nearly .n the same plane.
It 15 therefore only in certain re-
gions of the sky that the planets
are to be found; they are never
very far distant from the “eclip-
tic”. The ecliptic is marked in
any good star-map and I have
sometimes compared it in my mind,
to a celestia] “Tly-way’’ along which
the planets appear to wing as birds
do the terrestrial fly-ways.

Moon, in its journey round
the Earth, also follows the ecliptic,
but with a certain latitude. so that
at one time it inay get between
us and a planet and cause an “oc-
cultation”. At ancther time it may
be (apparently) in the neighbor-
hood of the planet and consequ-
ently in “conjunction” - There was
a beautiful and brilliant conjunc-
tion of the Mooa and Venus cn
the evening of June 1st. The Moon
was in the form of a crescent, with
Venus perched on the tip of its
upper horn.

HAMILTO!
(CP)—As the strike called by the
United  Steelworkers of America

(C.1.O) against Canada's basic
steel industry went through Its
12th day, pickets tonight kept un-
easy watch outside the partically-
operating Hamilton works of the
Steel Company of Canada.
Tension heightened - among the
men on the lines as they scanned
the neighborhood of the plant for
signs of a fresh attempt by the
company to move raw materials to
feed the hungry furnaces. Both
sides knew that if the strike be-
came prolonged the supply prob-
lem might hold the answer to how

long theq smoke would coatinue

to billow' from the plant’'s tall
stacks,

Production of pig iron in  the
blast furnaces requires ore, coal

and limestone, If limestone stocks
run out and cannot be replaced,
the blast furnaces must be bank-
ed. That, in turn, would cut down
and perhnr halt the output of
ingot Steel.

The company tried yesterday
to move a train load of limestone
and scrap iron into the plant but
the attempt failled when a Canad-
lan National Railways crew refus-
