And in'order that there would bo no
doubt about *the result they selected
the most seasoned man of the team
to act as' coach for the succeeding
ranges. When the 500 yards scores
were totalled up the result showed
that the hoys had not only nwintain-
ed the 20u yard lead but had in-
creased it by two points; result,
married men 297, single 299.
