A DRIVE AGAINST RUSSIANS.

PETROGRAD, May 5.—Field Mar
shal Vom Hindenburg, the German
commander-inchief in the western
theatre of war, is preparing for
another drive against Warsaw, accord-
ing to activities which are developing
in Northern Poland.

Despatches from the front state that
the Germans have been massing troops
and artillery and that another great
offensive movement between the Nae-
sew, Bobr and Niemen Rivers, over a
front approximately 150 miles long, is
expected immediately. In the mean-
time, Russian troops have been sent
to reinforce the Muscovite army,

Germans through the Baltic provinces.
Unless the progress of this German
force is checked it will be in position
to co-operate with the German armies
on the Prsasnysz-Augustowo-Suwalki-
Skerstymo front, by cutting ‘the Rus-
sian lines of communication

into Warsaw from the north.
