¢ trade that is now open.

That there is in trade with the
British Commonwealth reasonable
ground for the achievement of
success if mutually preferential
tariffs e adopted is equally evid-
ent, All the products essential to
the trade of civillzation may be
obtained within the bounds of the
world-wide British domain. The pro
ducts of the tropical parts of the
Empire may be freely supplied to
those of the northern and eouthern
dominions and the Mother Coun-
try without interference with their
industris; and vice versa, the re-
quirements of the people of the
tropics may be supplied only, or
for the most part, by the British
producers of the temperate zones.
In view of all the'existing cond-
Itions -and circumstances a com-
inerical, union of the various coun-
tries included in the British «Com-
monwealth is now expedient.

But is there any hope of pro-
spect that the Mother Country will
consent to the giving of a prefer-
ence of the products of the Domin-
ions. The fact that the British
Government recently re-enacted
the McKenna guties according to
which a measure of preference is
siven to certain products of Brit-
ish countries over-seas proves that
the thin edge of the wedge of In-
ter-lmperial preference has al-
ready been inserted by the British
Government. Many prominent
members of the Liberal party are
also definitely committed to the
principle of favoring Empire pro-
ducers. Among these Mr. Lloyd
George and the members of the
British parliament who accepted
his leadership before the Liberal
re-union took place are cpnspiuous.
The former Prime Minister assur-
ed the late Mr. Bonar Law that he
“Accepted the policy of Imperial
Preference as defined in the reso-
lutions of the Imperial Conference
to the effect that a preference will
be given on existing duties and on
any duties that may subsequently
be imposed.” He definitely affirmed
that on that issue “There is no
difference between us.” All the
other Liberal ministers of the Coal
ition Government, including Sir
Alfred Mond and Mr. H. A. L.
Fisher, subscribed to the principle
of Imperial Preference and sub-
scribed also to its practical appli-
cation, They agreed that “The Em-
pire would be a great gainer if
many of the product, now purchas-
ed In foreign countries could be
produced and purchased within the
BEmpire.” And they concurred in
the statement that ‘“Any reason-
able and workable plan that would
tend to .increase the proportion
which is bought by us from the
Colonies and by the Colonies from
us and from each other must
necessarily enhance the resources
of the Empire as a whole” The
Mother Country was moreover re-
minded that in the long run every
one in the family of British nationg
would benefit; for her surplus
population, which is so much unu-
tilized wealth, would be discourag-
ed from going to foreign countries
in search of forture and would
pitch its tent somewhere under the
flag and the Bmpire would gain in
riches of material and méh”—The
,whole case was set forth convinc-
ingly in all ite aspects with the ut-
| most lucidity,

It Is to be remembered, too, that
agriculture, the most important in-
terest of every country has suffer-
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ed and has dwindled in Great Brit-
ain, According ito the Daily Tele-
graph, of London the future of
British Agriculture is “black.” Not
long ago the farm laborers of the
Mother Country struck against a
reduction of wages said to be “al-
ready cut to the bone.” and “at a
starvation level.”
