the Retail Merchants’ Association
was held - in the Board of Trade
I?uoms in this city yesterday morn-
ng.

It was called to consider the
proposed amendment to the Feder-
al Tax Act whereby it will be nec-
essary that a receipt be given for
every cash sale of over $10.00 and
that a two cent stamp be placed on
such receipt.

After a full discyssion it was
unanimously decided that this pro-
posed tax would be  imposing a
great ddeal of work upon everyone
who has to  give receipts,’ and it
would te even more cumbersome
to the people of Canada than the
late Luxury Tax. It is interpret-

ed to mean that every cash and
credit sale slip of over $10 must be
stamped and that the cash register
system now in existence through:
out Canada will be serlously af-
fected.

in view of the imnortance of
this proposed tax it was decidad to,
have a full meaning of the Board
of Trade and all others interesied
at as early a date as possible, to
further discuss the matter and to
pass resolutions against the im-
position of this sald tax.

The opinion of the meeting was
that the Bales Tax should be col-
lected at the source of supply from
the manufacturer and the import-
er and frcm as few channels as
possible, so as‘to save annoyance
and expense in the collection of
same,

‘What the Retail Merchants have
always contended for, it was point-
ed out, was a clear, distinct Sales
Tax Act, one .that could be easily
understood and easily followed,
and onc that would not be aprlied
to every smaill retail merchant in
the country who sells soft drinks
cr makes a few home-made candies
or current bread or pastry, or
other like small articles for sale,
and which forced them to take out
a manufacturer’s license and be
called manufacturers, but who
were not to be atlowed to be taxed
in’ the same manner as manufact-
urers. The contention is that
when legiglators make laws, they
should be consistent 'and clear,
and, as far as the Association is
concerred, it is  intended to see
that all legislaticn that is passed
which affects the retail trade is
made as intelligible as possible,

A very sad accident resulting ia
the death of John Flynn, laborer
of this city- occurred on board the
coal steamer Corunna shortly af-
ter 8 o'clock yesterday morning.

A large
double trestle, about twenty feet
high, built of 4x4 scantling and
braced with heavy boards, -had
been hoisted on the deck to form
one side of a star'ng from which
the heavy tubs are centrolled.
After this was placed the second
one was be.ng hoisted. The wire
hauser to which the latter was at-
tached in some way caught the
one placed on the deck and as it
started to topple workmen shout-
ed a warning to Flynn though it
was some seconds before his at-
tention could be caught, As the
unfortunate man started away the:

the head and pinning him to the
deck.

Immediately upon re-
ceiving word of the accident a'
the wharf he rushed his ambul-
ance down. It was not known
whether the victim was dead or
not and in this case it was de
cided 'to jush him to the Hos
pital, On the way however it was
found that the man was deal and
the body was taken to thé Under-
taking Rooms. Mr. Hennessey im
mediately notiffed the authoritics
and asked for instructions. Had
death been discovered upon the ar
rival of the ambulance the body
would have remained om the
scene of the accident until view-
ed by the coromer and had this
been the case, owing to the extra.
ordinary delay on the part of the
government in acting upon Mr.
Hennessey’s motification, the body
would have memained there all
day.
%he vietim had suffered a very
tad fracture of the skull and Mr,
Hennessey naturally wished to
prepare the body as quickly as
poesble, He again phoned Pre-
mier Bell who this time told him
that he could not get Coroner Dr.
