NEW YORK, March 15—The tight-
ening of the world’s credit facilities
is the feature qf the present financial
sitpation, and that factor underlay
the constraint of the day’s market in
New York, although more superficial
influences also played a part. Here
in New York the banks are being
drawn up into' supply requirements
of the interior for currency with the
opening of the spring planting peri-
od, as was shown by the low cash
loss in the Saturday bank statement.

Customs collections continue large
on account of the sustained heavy
import ‘movement of merchandise.
L Notwithstanding the urchase of
parts of New York bond lissue by for-
eigners, demand for remittances
abroad are’sufficient to have turned
rates of foreign exchange upward
again. .All of the exchanges today,
in fact, turned in favor of London in
response to the rising discounts there
and the expectation that the Bank of
England rate will be advanced this
week. The Bank of England  had to
raise its bid to secure the supply of
gold in the open market in London
today. Discounts also advanced in
Berlin, Time money rates are rising
in New York and the banks are less
eager bidders for mercantile paper
at recent prevailing rates.
point rise in the price of shares is
the second in size and importance of
the New York national banks, was
an incident of the day from which
the expectation of more profitable
business for banks might be argued.

The professional traders in stocks
were not able to effect much move-
na2nt in prices. The recurrence of de-
cision day in the supreme court was
cited as the repressive influence dur-
ing the morning. There was little
improvement in that prospect after
it became known that no decision
would be handed down in the Ameri-
can Tobacco case. Apprehension of
an unfavorable decision had been
neutralized by the strong advance in
American Tobacco securities.

One reason given for supporting
United States Steel was the deduc-
tion of the dividend. from the prices
of the stock, amounting to 1§ per
cent., with the regular and the extra
dividend last declared.
