The Ontario W, C. T. U. President

OTTAWA, Nov. 6—An official statement
of the Canadian patriotic fund, subscrib-
ed for the relieve of those injured in the
South Afrioa campaign, juss published
shows that there is $157,422 of a balance
on hand on March 311last. Tkere has been
paid out in relief $194,546. From March 31
until Oct 31 81,477 was subscribed,aud $29
500 paid out in relief.

The Women's Chrlstlan Temperance

In her presidential address, Mrs. Auvnje
Rutherford praised tke prohibition seati-
ment which prevailed in the Maritime
Provinces, particularly Prince Edward Is-
land. The conditions placed upon the
vote in Ontario last December, were cf
such a character shat no sane person an-
ticipated -the prohibitionists would re-
ceive the vate necessary.

By a majority of 90,000, the veters .of
Ontario declared inx favor of the act sub-
mitted by Mr Ross at the refrendum, an
act copied from the Manitoba laws which
was one of the strictest eoactments
known, and yet Ontario did net obtain
prohibition. The reason was plaio. It
was because the politicians believed the
voters would not follow wup the referen-
dum, by the election of men to the legis-
lature to vote for prohibition.

It waa difficult to get men to put prin.
ciple before party, but she believed the
time was coming when this would be
doae.

Mrs. Rutherford spoke of the efforts
made te obtain the prohibition of the im-
‘portasion, manufacture and sale of cig-
arettes, and said that if there was another
session of parliament, the fight to otaip
such a law would be resumed where. it
was left off. Should a general election
take place the campaiga would have -to
begin all over again.

The president spoke of her successful
trip to the west and the need of energetic
efforts to combat imtemperance, in view
of the influx of immigrants tbat wes tak-
ing place. She eulogized Mrs, Bulyes,
wife of the minister of publicy works KT
her vigorous and successful efforts to
spread the white ribbon cause, and en a
motion, a telegram of appreciation was
forwarded to that lady.
