LONDON, April 18 (CP Cable) —
The unending mass of men, arms
and planes the Germans are able
to throw recklessly against the
stubbornly resisting allied line in
Greece causing increasing con~
cern over the outcome of the cam-
paign.

This tremendous pressure main-
tained by steady reinforcements,
is forcing the allies to withdraw
to a shorter line, Faced with su-
perior forces, they are battling
savagely and . gallantly, but the
sheer weight of the enemy is over-
powering.

When the allles mest the Nazis
on equal terms they generally tri-
umph, but then the Germans throw
more power into the drive oblivious
to cost—and this has been heavy,
according to today’s middle east
communique.

The most worrying factor is the
continual dive bombing due to Nazi
air superiority. The great air force
permits the Germans to maintain
a virtual 24-hour attack.
Incidentally, Informed sources
speculating on the Allies’ ability to
withstand the enemy masses sug-
gested the imperials may seek to
prevent further losses by concen=
trating on the more important Lib-
va campaign, the price of which is
Suez, lifeline to the east.

Britain i{s fighting in Greece be-
cause she was morally bound to
aid a gallant ally, but it is suggest-
ed that in the empire’s main strug-
gle her interest lies in assuring the
safety of Suez. As long as Ger-
man mechanized forces are on the
Egyptian border and bombers are
on Libyan airfields, the Suez Canal

ATHENS, April 19 —(Saturday)—
(AP) — A shortened, solid British-
Greek line across Macedonia is
holding firm against assaults of al-
most incredible fury by masses of
German shock troops, the Greek
command announced early today.
From Mount Olympus on the east,
through the central valley of the
Aliakmon river, and on westward
around Grevena, the new defences
repelled “all enemy pressure,” the
Greek command said.

“On the Albanian front our move-

ments on Albanian s0il were car-
ried out calmly,” it was stated.
It was In the west that the
British Imperial forces and the
Greeks successfully made a forced
withdrawal to bunch up their de-
fences.

The roads which straggle down
the mountains of northern Greece
were thick with the traffic of the
Allied armies as they rectified
their lines for further resistance.
This rectification, descvibed in of-
ficial British statements as a grad-
ual withdrawal to a shorter liw
of defence, was, by military aec-
essity, unexplained.

But one thing was known: The
Allied front lines are unbroken on
the Allied right flank, where the
Germans are flinging massed and
formidably armed forces against the
front bulwarked by Mt.  Olympus
and the Pindus Mountains,

Yet if Greece is saved by this
valiant stand it will be a modemn
Thermopylae, for the defenders are
greatly outpumbered,
aircraft are being thrown at the
allied right and center.
