It was not yet clear whether
Naz{ Marshal Rommel was ready
to risk a major battle on the south-
east or was beginning a fighting
withdrawal toward the Irench
capital, But nowhere so far had
he been able to stem the advance
although he has lined up at least
5 1-2 divisions against this drive.

At least 10 more towns and vil-
lages in this arc east of the Orne
were swept up, driving the Ger-
mans back from positions where
their guns might interfere with
free Allied use of the docks of the
great river port of Caen.

est massed air assault ever mounte

| Close to 5,000 tons of explosives
| were hurled down on vital war
! targets in today’'s two-direction at-
| tacks, bringing to about 35,800
tons the total bombweight rained
on the German homeland by Am-
erican daylight raiders since the
gigantic daylight offensive began
10 days ago.

A Major Offensive

Describing the assault  which
began July 11, an Air Officer at
Allied Supreme Headquarters said
it was a major offensive, greater
than that which dealt the Lulf-
waffe a staggering blow in February
tais year, when the smashing of
German aircraft factories and the
slaughter of Nazi fighter planes
in the air ensured Allied air sup-
eriority over the beaches on D-

Day.

‘I'he weather over Normandy con-
tinued bad today, but Allied figh-
ter-bombers and light bombers
ranged to the south and east and
hit transport targets.

Weather Is Bad

Despite miserable weather which
made it difficult to observe bomb-
ng results, medium bombers struck
another blow at Rommel's dwind-
ling fuel and ammunition stores
by attacking an important supply
dump in Senonches forest, 20 miles
southwest of Dreux.

WASHINGTON, July 20 — (AP)
—American officlals agreed today
that the Japanese Government
shakeup is the result of the en-
emy’s desperate situation, but they
cautioned that it evidently meant
10 weakening of Jap resistance in
the Pacific,

Joseph C. Grew, who spent the
16 years before the war as Am-
crican ambassador to Tokyo, said
in a statement issued by the State
Department that the same old
group of war leaders of which Tollo
is only one member “is still in
power.”
