A great many persons are inter-
ested in the Princes Islands, in the
Sea of Marmora, where the warring

factions of Russia have heen asked
to send delegates for a conference
at which it is hoped the internal dis-
sensions in the vast Slav dominions
can be composed.

It would seem that the Peace Con-
ference .in - Paris ' may have had the
number of the Princes Islands in
mind as well as their geographical
location when' ‘they ‘were named as
the place 'of meeting on February 16
for the warring factions in Russia.
There are nine islands—enough for
each group of delegates to have an
island to themselves should such &
course of segregation. prove expe-
dient.

The islands lie from 10 to 15 miles
southeast of Constantinople, near the
Asiatic shore. Four of them are in-
habited, and the largest of the group,..
Prinkipo (also called Pityusa, mean-
ing ‘rich in pines’) has a population
of more than 10,000, Turks and
Greeks being about equal in number.

The islands in modern times have
been popular as summer resorts, ow~
ing to the salubrity of their climate
and their proximity to the Turkl
capital.

Few islands have a history more
poignant with tragedy, with high
hopes and shattered dreams, with
diabolical machinations of empire
wreckers and makers than these few
square’ miles of earth washied by the
waters of the Marmora. The very
name is significant of their past, for
in the days of the Byzantine empire
they were the retreats, either foreed
or voluntary, of princes and prin-
cesses who had fallen into disfaver
ai the nearby court.

Each island of the group could: tell
its own story of famous exiles. None
is.more pathetic, however, than that '
of Proti as the prison of the deposed

Emperor, Romanus IV, called Dio-

genes. < The life of this ruler reads

like one of the fictitious romances of

Cleopatra’s days. ' He was a distin-

guished young soldier descended

from a Cappadoeian family. Having

Been implicated in a conspiracy to

depose his sovereign, Constantine IX,

he was condemned to ve executed for

treason. While being led to his death,

according to one account, he caught

the ‘eyeé of the empress regent, Eu-

docia ‘Macrembolitissa, who instantly

fell in love with him, granted him

a pardom and shortly thereafter mar-

ried him. After his coronation as

emperor he léd three successful ex-

peditions against the Seljuk Tirks, |
but his fourth camp:ign, against.

single general, Chang Hsin. Pekin,
for a few days, was a lively place,
A “characteristic”” Chinese battle
took place, in which a great deal of
street fighting took place and a vast
quantity of ammunition was fired.
The results, however, were not san-
guinary. Only a few score of peo-
ple were shot, and most of these were
civilians who met their death acei-
dentally. The reason for the gmall
number of casualtiés'is that although
there was a prodigious amount of fir-
ing, the soldlers did' not understand
the- trajestory-of-a bullet, and their
aim was: hopelesgely wild. By the
middlé of July the whole affair was
over, and the republic was ruuning
wgaih, / ;

With a view to relieving the acuta
feed situation, the Dominion Live
Stock Commissioner met representa-
tives of the elevator interests and
Farmers’ Cofoperative prganjzations
at a meeting held in Winnipeg on
November 6th and 6th, to consider
the advisbility of retaining for Cana-
dian:feeders that portion of elevator
gcreenings known as Standard Stock
Feed.

To be brief, arrangements ' were
made whereby the elevators agreed
to sell to Farmers’ Co-operative organ-
izations 8,500 tong of Standard Stock
Féed (Recleaned A. Screenings) for
Thirty ($30.00) Dollars per ton f. 0.'b,
elevator, Fort William.

The Feed Division of the Live Stock
Branch will assume the resnonsibility
for the grinding and bagging of the
product which is now avatlable to
Canadian Feeders and can be deliy-
ered, well ground, in one hundred
pound sacks, for Forty-Six ($46.00
Dollars per ton f. 0. b. Montreal or

Outario points, with one or two ex-
ceptions. The demand that has been
made on the Feed ‘Division for this
class of feed during the last two years
has been so great that feeders re-
quiring a first class dairy concentra-
te would be well advised to make im-
mediate -enjuiries.

The question of making available,
further supplies of this material will
be considered by the Canadian Counci]
of ‘Agriculture during its session at
Winnipeg and it 4s' hoped that an
equitable agreement will be arrived
at whereby Canadian feeders will be
