SEA DISASTER

ITAKES HEAVY

LIFETOLL

MARSEILLES, France, May 16—
The Surete Generale, the French
“Scotland Yard,” revealed tonight
that trouble had been forecast mys-
terfously for the French liner
Georges Phillipar before its maiden
voyage that ended in destruction
of the ship by fire off Somalliland
today.
' The vessel was searched and
watched closely before it sailed for
Yokohama as a result of rumors at
her dock here that trouble awaited
her. Two detectives of the Surete
Generale searched the boat, but
Tiscovered nothing. She was rushed
through the Suez Canal, leaving
Port Sald ahead of schedule, the
Surete Office said. Plerre Pasquier,
Governor General of Indo-China,
was scheduled to board the ship at
Saigon for Marsellles, but cancelled
his passage at the last moment.

The passenger list had not yet
been recelved here and Adrian
Monge, Director General of the
Compagnie Des Messageries, said he
was without direct news of the dis-
aster. i
ADEN, Arabia May 16—(AP.)—
An undetermined number of persons
were killed today when the French
motorship Georges Phillipar, carry-
ing’ 600 passengers from  the far
east to Manrseilles, was wrecked by
fire five miles from Cape Guarda
Fui, Italian Somaliland.

The first hint of fatalities came
late tonight in a wireless message
from the Master of the Brit'sh ship
Mahsud, who assisted in taking off
the survivors,

“Am bury.ng the corpses of young
French girls,” the message said.
“Georges Phillipar still burning this
evening”, !

The Japanese steamer Hakone
Maru passed an empty 1feboat
while hurrying. to the rescue.

monia at his home here early today.

NAT. DEFENCE
ESTIMATES NOW
BEFORE HOUSE

OTTAWA, May 16—(By the Can-
adian -Press)—An appropriation of
$4,844,000 for the permanent force
of Canada passed the supply com-
mittee of the House of Commons
tonight.

OTTAWA, May 16—(By the Can-
adian Press)—National Defence De-
partment estimates were taken up
in the House late this afternoon
and items totalling three million
dollars passed in the first few min-
utes.

“The new destroyers, the Skeena
and Saguenay, carry 4.5 guns, I
think,” Col. Sutherland replied. He
explained that these destroyers were
new, having been commissioned
only last year,-and he assured the
House that they were the last word
in construction and modern effi-
clency. The Vancouver and Cham-
plain were older, having been built
during the war.
