power development program. Later
he had arranged to bring 30 iIn-
dustries from the United Kingdom
into his native Province.

He also remind-
ed the council that some of {he ex-
penses of the town are being paid
out of the profits of the
light department. He sa
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tax rate of $17.00 pe
the lowest for a t
in Canada.

Mayor Arnett said that if de-
mands increase either the assessed
valuations or the tax rate will have
to be increased.

Councillor Henry Wedge thanked
the council for making it possible
for him to attend the coming an-
nual meeting of Canadian Mayors
and Municipalities where many im-
portant matters would be discuss-
ed. He said that the street depart-
ment has taken the biggest cut in
the estimates and the Councillors
must realize that it will be neces-
sary to cut down on some of the
work,

He sald that sidewalks would he
laid in the near future on Water
Street East, Duke Street, Milton
Avenue and Northumberland Street
and that the pavement would be
patched where needed. He said
that the Harvard Street pavement
is in particularly bad shape and It
may not be possible to repair it.

Councillor T. D. Morrison, chair-
man of the electric light commit-
tee, said that a report of the en-
gineer submitted recently to the
council estimated that in two years
a new unit would be necessary to
produce the required energy. In the
first four months of this year there
has been a thirty per <ent in-
crease in .consumption. This has
been due, to a great extent, to the
installation of electric ranges.

He moved that the clerk be In-
structed to write Falrbanks-Morsse
Co. Ltd. to have a representative
attend a special meeting of the
council in the near future to dis-
cuss this matter and the motion
passed. Councillor Wedge suggest-
ed that prices should be obtained
from competing companies and
Councillor Morrison agreed.
