Most of life’s comforts are due to
scientific development Mr. Ger-
main said, he cited the radio the
airplane and electric refrigeration
as an example. Air conditioning
was taken for granted today, he
said, as another scientific con-
trioution to human comfort. It is
the unseen contributions that are
hard to believe, the insulating
boards between the walls of a
house, for instance. In this re-
spect the invention of Scutan is one
of the greatest contributions to
human comfort.

He produced a sample of this
building paper stating that it was
very thin in composition compared
with the older saturated felt ma-
terial in common use, but when
subjected to the same tests, Ulhe
new material proved to be far su-
perior.

Boils Potatoes In Paper

A piece of Scutan was taken and
in it two potatoes were placed,
rrolled up and placed on a
heater They were cooked in
the paper without any damage to
the latter. The paper retained fits
same natural color even under this
[intcnse boiling test. (212 degrees
fehrenheit )

The same was true when this new
material was subjected to intense
cold, about 114 degrees below
zero (fahrenheit.)

Mr. F. W. Nicho's, Director of
the National Housing Commission
after an extensive study of building
paper stated that there are two
important conditions to be con-
dended with in house construction,
where papers play an important
vart: First, is protection against
venetration of air and moisture
frem the outside through the ex-
teri~r and the inferior of the wall.

This condition is met oy the ap-
plication of a paper which is mois-
ture proof, air resistant and frost
proof.

Second Requirement

The second requirement is to
guard acainst the penetration of
vapor from the inside of the
hcuse throu~h to the cold air of
the interior of the wall, the pro-
tection against this condition is
the application of ~ paper on the
inside of the studs, which paper
should have the required qualities
to resist vapor and is generally
called vapor barrier.

Contractors, Mr. Germain said,
have been in the habit of using
heavy paoers because they felt
that heavy papers stop cold but
bulk will not stop moisture or heat

| waves, he explained. in order to do

this it is  necessary to have a
smooth paper that will reflect
these waves. Scutan is the answer
