An atmos-
phere of hopelessness hangs over
the land, she said, and during her
isurvey of conditions she saw noth-
ing but hunger and despalir,

Misg Lecler sa'd that before she
- Istarted her travels six months ago
she had been predisposed in favor
of the communist government and
the state of affairs in Russia as they
were reported to the outside world.
She described herself as originally a
“parlor” socialist. All her inclina-
tions had been for the life of free-
dom, intellectual and economic, that
were sald to be the by-product of
the new civilization that was being
created on the banks of the Volga.

But it- was only after a brief
glimpse of actual conditions that
she realized, she said, where free-

Lecler returned recently from the
Soviet State with a well-defined
antagonism, She had had the op-
portunity to see, she said, the tre-
mendous amount cf hokum put
over the average for2-n visitor to
the country.

‘| “When you have been in Russia

a short time” continued M'ss Lecler,
“you develop a habit of looking be-
hind you and on e:ther side as you
walk along. The police are every-
where. It is really a land where the
walls have ears, And you are arrest-
ed on the slightest pretext. The
people are really terrorized and those
who are not ridden with fear have
sunk into a hopeless apathy.

“At the same time I found it the
most war like nat'on of any I have
seen. No sooner have children learn-
ed to alk than they are taught to
sing military songs. The Red Army
is the pride of the nation. A Rus-
sian civilian can starve but a red
soldier is permitted the run of the
|store. What people don’t seem to
'understand is that Russia is even
more of a dictatorship than Italy—
that Stalin is' just as powerfully
autonomous and {nflexible as Mus-
solini. When he wants his men he
keeps them, when he doesn’t he
throws them out.

“But the real problem which the
Soviet bureaucracy is facing is the
problem of hunger. How are they go=
ing to feed 160,000,000 people with-
out food? There is now a famine
in Russia. Workers are given 150
grams of bread a day—about half
a pound. But that is all they eat. I
have been in wrokers’ homes where
they have not seen any meat and
butter for years. Potatoes cost two
rubles a kilogram.

“The ruble in Russia has a vary-
ing value. With an accredited mem=
ber of the Communist party the

ruble is worth about fen cents. It
costs a foreigner 50 cents. A worker
gets from 70 to 150 rubdles & month
Potatoes cost 2 rubles or 20 cents 8
k'logram. With a monthly salary of

three pounds, it takes a heap of
starving to make a house a home.”

“The dream of the Russ'an people
today is a material dream,” con-
tinued Miss Lecler, “They dream of
having an automobile, of having

STATISTICS

According to a Bulletin issued by
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics,
births registered in October in 54
cities of Canada numbered 6,706,
deaths, 3,541 and marriages 2,736, a8
compared with 7,054 births, 3,688
deaths and 2,859 marriages in Oc-
tober of last year showing a de=
crease of 5 percent, in births 4 per<
cent in deaths and 4 percent in
marriages.

Births registered in the same cit=
jes during the ten months January=
October of this year totalled 67,941,
deaths, 37,781 and marriages 23,547
as against 72, 477 births, 37,003
deaths and 25,459 marriages during
the corresponding period last year.
This comparison shows a decrease
of 6!5 percent in births, 12 perceny
in deaths and 7'4 percent in mare
riages.
