LAST NIGHT

Anniversary of Declaration of War

Observed with

Patriotic Demon-

stration---Parade of Newly Organ-

ized Heavy Battery and Home
Guards. Patriotic Addresses by
Volunteers and Others.

Yesterday, the anniversary of the
Declaration of War by Great Britain,
was duly observed in Charlottetown
by a rousing and enthusiastic patriotic
rally in the People’'s Theatre in the
evening, when the citizens turned out
in full force to take part in the com-
memoration of the most stupendous
and significant event in the Empire's
history. At 7.30 o’clock the Home
Guards and the members of the P. K.
Island Unit assembled at the Drill
Shed, and, having drawn up in order,
paraded to the Market Hall to the
strains of excellent music provided by
the bands of the 4th and 82nd Regi-
ments. The parade was a master-
plece of military organization and re-
flected no small credit on the officers
responsible. The soldiers, who led
the parade, were in command of Col-
onel Peake, with Capt. Prowse and
Lieutenants Macdonald and Ritchie,
while the Home Guards followed un-
der Capt. Landrigan. The parade was
witnessed by hundreds of interested
spectators who lined the sidewalks.
Shortly after 8 o’clock the hall was
crowded. The soldiers were provided
with seats on the platform, while the
first ten rows on the left wing were
reserved to the Home Guards. In the
hall the 4th Regiment Bangd rendered
splendid selections; which were great-
ly appreciated. Rev. Dr. Fullerton
acted as Chairman, and associated
with him on the platform were Dr.
Alex Ross, who leaves shortly for the
front, Rev. Canon Simpson, Colonel
Peake, Capt. Prowse, Lieuts. Macdon-
ald and Ritchie and others. The
meeting was opened by the playing
of “Oh Canada” by the band. The
brogramme was admirably prepared,
and was carried out without any un-
due delay.

The speeches were, without a sin-
gle exception, brilliant and directly
to the point. They were remarkably
brief; yet they could not have been
more effective. The result of the
earnest and eloquent appeals of the
speakers was the enlistment, at the
close of the meeting, of six volun-
teers, Ranson T, Leiths, Robert
Davey, M. Prowd, James Gallant, Wm,
Berrigan and ussell Mason, who
were all heartily cheered. A word of

Lieut. Ritchie having sung an ex-

quisite solo, for which he had to re-
spond to an insistent encore, the
Chairman moved a resolution of de-
termination on the part of this city
to aid, to the best of its ability, in
securing a speedy victory for the
arms of the Allies. In moving the re-
solution Dr. Fullerton said that they
celebrated the anniversary of the
most righteous war that the British
Empire had ever entered into. They
were looking back on a year that had
been fruitful in mistakes, and fruitful
in sacrifice, but a year that had
shown that the Allies at all events
were more than equal to the occasion
when a sufficient number of men ral-
lied round their standards. If every
man did his duty, in a very short time
there would be victory on the side of
the Allles and the war would be
brought to a speedy close. He con-
gratulated the soldiers there that
night who were ready to lay down
their lives, if need be, for the grand
old flag and all that it stood for.
(Cheers). The sacrifice the women
—wiyes, mothers, sisters and sweet-
hearts—were making was infinitely
greater than that of the men; and he
urged on those mothers, whose sons
were not in the ranks, to do nothing
that would hinder them from doing
their duty. He then moved the fol-
lowing resolution:
- “That on this, the anniversary of
the declaration of a righteous war,
we, the citizens of Charlottetown in
public meeting assembled, express
our inflexible determination to aid, to
the best of our ability, in the prosecu-
tion of this war to a victorious end,
believing, as we do, that it is a col-
ossal struggle for the maintenance of
those ideals of liberty and justice
which are the common and sacred
possessions of the Allies.”

Rev. Canon Simpson seconded the
resolution, which was carried by a
standing vote.

Bandsman Acorn then gave a splen-
did vocal solo for which he was en-
cored, and the Chairman introduced
Dr. Alexander Ross, who gave a stir-
ring address which could not fail to
arouse the greatest enthusiasm in the
audience. In the course of his ex-
cellent remarks, he paid a glowing
tribute to the mothers and other
female relatives whose menfolk are
at the front, in the admirable sacri-
fice they were making. It was easier,
he said, infinitely easier, for the men
to go, for they were buoyed up by the
excitement of the occasion and there
were also many things to divert their
attention. With the women, however,
it was different. They remained at
home and realized, in cold blood, the
dangers which their husbands, sons,
brothers or sweethearts were likely
to face, and they had to contend with
a heart-aching and often unreasoning
fear, A few months ago he volun-
teered for the front and some days
ago was asked to accept an appoint-
ment. He felt impelled to the duty
which he was now undertaking by
several reasons. First, he thought it
would be deplorable if the gallant
sons of Canada who might be wound-
ed might not have sufficient medical
attendance. Next, he was going, to
aid in the defence of his own home
and the protection of his family from
the barbarity of the Huns; and, for
another reason, he did not want his
sons to be members of the tyrannical
army of the despotic Kaiser, (Cheers)
which would be the case if the Allies
were defeated. Dr. Ross then re-
ferred to the general situation, and in
an able appeal urged the young men
to come forward and enlist.

Mr. Frank Oliver having been loud-
ly encored on his rendition of “Tommy
Atkins” replied by singing “Tip-
perary,” in the chorus of which he
asked the audience to join. His en-
thusiasm and vivacity was so infoc-
tious that the result was a rousing in-
terpretation of the world-famous song.
Mr. Oliver never fails to inspire an
audience with healthy enthusiasm,

THE FIGHTING IN
WESTERN THEATRE

(Special to the Guardian.)
PARIS, Aug. 4.—Official—IFrom
Artois district there were reported last
night nothing more than engagements
with hand grenades at a point to the
north of Chateau of Carleu. In the
Argonne the night was full of action.
The Germans delivered two attacks,
one between Hill No, 213 and the
ravine at Lafortine Aux Charges, and
the other in the region of Marie
Therese. Our assailants were every-
where thrown back in their trenches
by fire of our infantry and artillery.
At Four de Paris and in the direction
of Houpte Chevauchee there was last
night incessant rifle firing between the
trenches. In the Vosges, in the Linge
and at Schratxannele there were en-
gagements with hand gronades and
bombs, which resulted to our advan-
tage. During one portion of the night
at Barrenkepf we repulsed a German
counter-attack.

EX-SERVICE MEN

SUMMARY
OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Aug. 4.—After having
tried for three weeks to force the
Russians to evacuate Warsaw and the
Polish salient, by encircling move-
ments from the north and pressure
from the west, Austro-Germans have
commenced attacks on the fortresses
of the capital, those of Lomza and
Ostrolenka to the  no.fh-east, and
Ivangorod to the south-east. Berlin
claims to-night that the Russians have
been driven back to the advanced de-
fences of Lomza, and that the Narew
has been crossed near Ostrolenka and
that, driven out of their Blonei posi-
tions, the Russians have fallen back
into the outer lines of Warsaw, which
the Bavarians are attacking, and that
the Austrians have captured the west-
ern part of the fortress of Ivangorod.
Thus, what should prove a decisive
battle for the Polish Capital has be-
gun in earnest. Meantime  Field
Marshal Von Mackenzen is slowly ad-
vancing from the south-east between
the Vistula and the Bug in an effort
to cut off the Russian armies, which
apparently are'making a leisurely exit
from Warsaw and western lines,
while General Von Buelow in his wider
encircling movement through Courland
has reached Pupischki, some fifty
miles west of Dvinsk, on the Vilna-
Petrograd railway. Although the
operations of Von Mackenzen and Von
Buelow appear to offer the most
dangerous threats to the retiring Rus-
sian armies, the Russian general staff
are paying more attentiom to Field
Marshal Von Hindenburg, who has
been trying with more or less success
to force the line of the Narew.

Here the Russians are offering a
most stubborn resistance, and accord-
ing to an official despatch from Petro-
grad in two battles lasting three days
each, succeeded in checking the Ger-
mans and inflicting heavy losses on
them. The Russians also admit se-
vere casualties. When despatched
third battle was in progress. Berlin
claims that in this battle the Germans
have been successful, and forced a
crossing of the Narew near Ostrolen-
ka. On the whole, the Russians, ac-
cording to official reports, are making
an extremely orderly retirement. They
are losing comparatively few prison-
ers and except for thirty-two guns
abandoned west of Ivangorod, the Ger-
mans make no claims to capture of
heavy pieces of artillery.

Quiet has seftled down along the
western front except in Argonne and
the Vosges, where German attempts
to recapture lost ground or take new
trenches failed, according to French
communications.

New moves of the greatest impor-
tance are anticipated in the near
Kast. The ministers of Great Britain,
France, Russia and Italy have had a
conference with the Greek Govern-
ment. A despatch from Paris says
that an Italian officer recently ar-
