| The *“‘other man” in the case, Roll-
in McConnell, formerly a bank clerk
in Pittsburg, but now at the head
of the credit department of the Chi-
cago branch of the Westinghouse in-
terests, also named in Miss Coe’'s dy-
ing statement, came voluntarily to
this city and told a straight-forward
story of - his relations with Miss Coe
to District Attorney Blakely.
McConnell insisted he knew nothing
of the events which led up to the
death of the girl, and that he knew
nothing of Dr. McFarland’'s connec-
tion with the case. McConnell declar-
ed that when he learned of Miss Coe's
condition, while in Chicago, he im-
mediately came back to Pittsburg,be-
Heving himself responsible, and urged
the girl to marry him. For reasons
which he says she did not reveal to
him she refused this offer.
The preacher firmly denies the girl's
dying statement, and declares that he
{s is in no way responsible for  the
voung woman’s troulles or for  her
death,
