NEW YORK, March 18—The
stock market is swinging back to
domestic influences unless there is
a very unfavorable turn to ‘the
European news, it is not likely to
exert any further effect on stocks.
With steel production expanding,
motors production likely to expand
further, and with sbveral import-
ant groups of companies such as
the olls, and the utilities facing a
ronsiderable gain in earning power
the trend of price is likely to con=
tinuz upward. A few days ago we
referrea to special selling that had
been going on in National Steel
And: depressing it considerably be-
low the high of the year while
other steels were about at their
highs. The stock seems to have
absorbed this selling and its ad-
vance yesterday indicates it can
get back to its old high or higher.
Utilitles are apt to play a more
important part in the immediate
future of the market with Con-
solidated  Gas and Columbia Gas
as good speculative buys as any.

NEW YORK, March 18—Raiding
a Manhattan rooming house trans-
formed into a powerful arcenal of
the  underworld, police: arrested
seven men and three women de-
scribed by Police Commissioner
Lewis Valentine as “merciless assas-
sins” who planned “a series of the
most bloody gang killings New York
has had.”
