For more natural pictures, catch s
MOS‘I‘ people like to have their
pictures taken. In fact, they like
it so well that when th
“camera they put on
ture expression.” And as a rule this
special “picture face” isn't what we
want at all.

There’s a way to keep your sub-
jects from seeming camera-con-
sclous, Briefly, it {s—"Catch them
when they aren’t looking.” Don’t let
them know their picture is being
taken.

Pictures 8o taken are known as
“oft-guard” snapshots, Such snaps
attract attention because they pic-
ture the subject in a natural, char-
acteristic pose and get away from
the usual look-at-the-camera-and-
smile type of picture with which we
are all too familiar. An “off-guard”
picture can tell a real story while
the other type tends to be just a
record picture.

How to take them? It's easy, Just
learn to handle your camera un-
obtrusively. Wait until your subject
is paying no attention to you. Then
casually snap his picture. It's all a
matter of using your camera non-

you can do that, the more easily you
can capture snapshots that are truly

If you use a focusing camera, with
fast lens, try to anticipate picture
opportunities, and set the camera in
advance for distance and proper ex-
posure. Then when the snapshot
chance develops, all you need do is
shoot.

For example, to take the picture
above, the camera was set in ad-
vance for six feet, Lens and shutter
were set for an exposure of 1/60 sec-
ond at f.11—less than normal, be-
cause the bright, sunny beach was
reflecting plenty of light. On a
grassy lawn, which reflects little
light, exposure would have heen 1/50
at £.8. With his camera pre-set, all
the picture taker had to do was wait
for the melon to be cut, and catch
his companion’s delighted expres-
sion. It was just a matter of lifting
the camera and snapping the shut-
ter.

If you haven’t tried taking “off-
guard” shots, try it, It's fun, and the
results are a delight.

TORONTO, Sept. 26--Establish-
ed on a new seven-club single-
group basis, the National Hrtckey
League will start its 1038-39
schedule Nov. 3 and eliminate only
one team from a chance at the
Stanley Cup when the race ends
March 19.

The League decided at its an-
nual meeting here Saturday that
the first six teams in the stand-,
ing would enter playoifs for the
Stanley Cup, symbolic of the
world’s professional championship,
The top club, however, will be de-
clared N. H, L. champion and will

take the Prince of Wales Cup.
The second team will get the
O'Brien Cup.

The new set-up was the most
Important development of a quiet
closed meeting at which numerous
rules changes were made.

The first and second clubs will
meet in series “A” of the Stanley
Cup series, to he decided on a
seven-game basis. First team to
win four games will enter Stanlev
Cup finals.
